A Narrow Escape.

After he had been enabled to get out
of his perilous positiou he helped remove
the broken wagon aud iujnred horse
from the tracks aud took the animal to
the stable, after which he walked to his
home. As yet he has not left the house,
ov.-iiig to the severe shaking up and
braises he sustained.

The Road Committee reported the
work they had doue ou the borough
BtreetB.

Councilman Hoaglaud reported the
jail had been cleaned out aud a now cot
plnced therein.

The Water Committee reported they
had giveu M. Hoagliiud's Sons' Co. a
rate for the use of public wuter to ruu a
water moter, aud that it had beeu ac-
cepted.

The clerk presented his bond worth
$600 with Wm. McKinuon as snrety,
which was accepted.

Fire Chief Higgott presented the name
of Johu D. Smith as having beeu elect-
ed a member of the fire department.
On motion the couucil confirmed the
election.

The chief also annonnoed himself as a
committee from the fire department to
confer with tho council iu reference to
purchasing a hook and ladder truck and
an apparatus to dry the hose ou. Ou
motion it WBB referred to the Fire Com-
mittee.

Tho chief reported that the town had
beeu equiped with electricnl alarm boxes
of a later and better pattern than the
old ones, Had that the major was the
donor. On motion it was agreed by the
council to accept the new alarm boxes
with thanks to the mayor.

Bills to the lunount of $179.60 were
presented and ordered paid.

As Recorder Arnold had failed to
qualify within the ten-day limit it was
the unanimous choice that the mayor
appoint James H. Sanders as recorder
for the ensuing term.

The mayor proposed that an ordinance
be drawu up making it a misdomeanor
for any one to send iu a false fire alarm.
On motion it was deoided the mayor
have such an ordiuance drawn Dp.

The resignation of Dr. F. W. Flagge
as a member of tbe local Board of Health
was accepted and ex-Mayor M. B. Strait
was appointed in bis stead.

On motion it was agreed that the mar-
shal be allowed 75 cents for every arrest
he makes.

M. L. Hoagland was appointed as a
committee to arrange a B&mtary system
for the jail.

Oeo. S. Foster made a motion that an
ordinance be framed to arrest all chil-
dren fonnd ou oar streets after 9 o'clock
at night daring the months of May,
June, July, August and September, and
after 6 o'clock at night daring tho other
mouths of the year, and that tho penal-
ty by 25 cents, to be paid by the parents
or guardians. This not to apply to chil-
dren who were on an errand or accom-
panied by parent or other guardian, It

was put to a vote aud was lost.
Ou motion the mayor appointed the

following committee to look after the
taking up of all streets uot already taken
up, which were laid ont to grade:
Messrs. Schofield aud Fox.

On motion the mayor appointed M. L.
Hoagland as a committee to tnvait on
tho township committen and auk them
to have the sign-boards ou all roads
leading iu the borough ro-lettereS.

Oh motioufcjt was deoided thnt the
couueihueu see the property owners of
tho borough aud ask them to curb aud
gutter their sidewalks and set out shade
treps.
