The Old Church Bell.

Rev. T. A. Reeves preached a dis-
course last Sunday morning on the
theme, “*The Message of the Old Church
Bell,”” which was heard with much in-
terest by the congregation at the Presby-
terian church. In part in said

+The first'item coucerning the bell on
the Records of the Church is dated June
28th, 1830. It states, ‘Joseph C. Righter
will give $50 towurd the church provid-
ing they will procure a suitable Bell,
and fifty more toward a Bell’ An-
other item is dated Nov. 6, 1837, ‘Voted
to raise subecription for a bell, the high
gates to Cemeberié and repairs on roof.
Col. Joseph Jackson to procure bell.
Subscription taken on the spot ; amount
$80." There is an inscription cast into
the bell, ‘Presented by the Ladies,
1840.°

**The bell is8 20 inches high, and 80
inches across, and weighs about 400
pounds.

It is the condition of the heart which
gives meaning to the message of the old
church bell.

+It has a different message to anchris-
tian foreigners, to unbelievers, to those
of un-evangelical faith, to the careless
and the Sabbath breaker, and to the
Christian.

*To the latter it is a welcome sound, a
volce of joy. It invites him to his Fa-
ther's honse; it is the call to worship; it
speaks in the name of Christ, He
thinks of song, and prayer and of the
Word. He remembers experiences of
connsel, strength and peace. He loves
the Ohristian fellowship, the human
brotherhood, and the Divine Commun-
ion to which it calls.

It was tolled years ngo as a *‘passing
bell,”” when persous were dying. It
sometimes rang out on the midnight air
with slow tolling strokes.

“Every one should heed the message of
the old Church bell as it reminds of
sacred duty, - of worship, and of holy
scenes and influences in our varions
charches in which we should engage.”

Rev. Mr. Reeves delivered during the
sermon, with feeling and effective emo-
tion, several verses of the poem by Fa-
ther Prout:

“With deep affection
And recollection
I often think of those Bhandon bells,
Whose sourds so wild would
In the days of childhood
Fllng round my cradle their magic spells,

“On this I ponder,
.. Whereler I'wpnder,... ... .. -
* And thi§ grow fonter, sweet oma.o
With thy bells of shandon
That sound 60 grand on

The pleasant waters of the river Lee.”
