Jiiiiiini rititiuii VVIIH placed ou
trial on Monday ut Alurristowii bofliro
Supreme Court Judge Kcirt for uiurdor,
in huvijig, un ulli.gi'd, poircmed her hus-
band, UharlcN Mutiuu, at their home at

Hutton, who wan a braki:man ou tho

Lackuwuuuu Ruilroad, liud hin life in-
sured, and the prosecution will eudeuY-
to show thut the motive for the crime
was to got possession cl the insurance
money by tho defendant. On the othor
hand, the defense clniinn that the charge
was brought by u brother of Snttou out
of spite because Mrs. Hutton would not
givfl him u portion of the iuBorauoo
money.

When court was opened Monday
morning the room wns crowded, Tho
gallery reserved for women was also oc-
cupied to its full limit. The large uud-
iouco gu/.ed with couHiderublo curiosity
as Mrs. Button, thu accused woman,
was CBCortod into the courtroom by two
conBtables and given a scut between her
counsel, Messrs. Elmer Kiug nud Jessie,
~utlor. Hhe evidoutly was suffering
from iutonso nervousness n» sho sut bo-
hiud tlie railing1.

After all was iu Tendinous, Prosecutor
of the Pleas Mills, wlio is being ossistod
by former Judge W W Cutler, moved
the trial of tlie indictment, uud thu fol-
lowing jury wan sworn : .Snniucl Bogart,
foreman. John K. DcHurt, Joscjih Har-
ris, John E. Ross, Arthur Oruiio, Abru-
liiini Kaufman, Hurry UickiiiHou. John
Vroelund, Oscar JenningM, John B.
Wolf, David Hathaway aud Wm. Parli-
muii.

The first witness callod on the part of
tho htute was Coronor J nines Hugaii, of

After tho mau
died ho mnrio au autopsy and fonuit'
trneos of Btryclinine poisnuiiiB 'u tho
stomuch, tho contents of which wero
preserved for chemical analysis.

Mrs, Sutton is about 4U yenrs old. Her
maiden name was Ivnnu Kntberino
Billis, and sho was first nmiTied to
David Burgo, a Warren County fanner.
He left bur nnd is »till living. Lator
sho married Geort'e Scliirr, by whom
sho had a daughter, who is now lii years
of ago. Scbirr was a brakemnn on tho
Lackawauuu Railroad and ak>d eighteen
years ago. It is allogod ho also showed
symptoms of strychnine poisoning.
Boou after Schirr's deuth tbo wouiau
was married to Cornelius Stackhouse,
another Warren County furiuer, who is
still alive. Four years ngo she married
Sutton.

Tho most important witness ou Tues-
day was Houry B. Cornwall, pruffessor
of chemistry at Princeton, who said ho
hnd examined tho eoutontn of the dead
man's stomach and found slricliuiuo
and quimuo iu both tho liver aud stom-
ach, and strychnine in tho tissues of the
stomach, but the poison found in the
stomach was not the part of it that
caused death.

It Is cxpoctod the case will go to tho
jury to-morrow.

Yesterday tl>«r<> was no court, but tho
jury was kepi at the Park hotnl, Morris-
town, in charge of a constable.

Thoro IH ii profound satisfaction in the
pom plot ion of anything WP have under-
tutcen. Wo lift the capstom) with exulta-
tion, whllo, ou th« otlmr hand, there Is
itothtnpt mor« iilsappolntinK than, nftor
hnvlug toiled In n enrtnin direction, to find
that our tlmo is wasted and our Invest-
ment proHtlnHs. Christ ouuiu to throw up
it hitfliwny on which tho whole world
inlffbt, II it chose, mount Into heaven. He
did It. The foul mouthed orew who at-
temptod to trend on Him could not ex-
tinguish the aubllmo Hiitlsfiuulon whloh
He expressed when He mild: " I have
finished the work which Thou fravost Mo
do."

Alexander thn Grout was woundod, and
tho doetora oould uot medicate bis wounds,
and he seemed to he dying, and In his
dream tliGBlek man snw a plant with a
peculiar flowor, and he dreamed that that
plant was put upon, hta wound and that
imniridiatiily it was cured.

The mighty men ol Christ's
time did not appear In apparel without
trinkets find adornments. None of the
Crosara would have apponrod in citizen's
apparel. Yet hero was a man, hero was a
professed king, who always woro tho same
srfat. Indeed It was Tar from shabby, for
after Ho hud worn it a long while tho
gntnblers thought It wortu ruffling about
but btlll it wan far from being uu Imperial
robe. It was a coat Hint any ordinary
man might havt) worn ou an ordinary oo-
3a«rlon.

Neither was there any pretonslon In Hlq
diet. No cupbearer with golden cbiilloo
brought Him wlim to drlnlt. Ou tho sea-
shore Ho ate fish, first having broiled It
Himself. No one fetched Him water to

No wonder
tho wise mow uf Christ's tlmo laughed at
this penniless Christ. "Why," they said,

elonnries? Who is to pay the salaries ot
tbo teachers? Khali woultby, established
religion bo discomfited by a penniless
Christ?"

The consequence was that moat of tho
tH>oplo that followed Chrlat had nothing to
lose.

ZiieehfMiB risked no wealth orHooinl posl.

Nloodemuo, wealthy Nlcodemua, risked
nothing of social position in' following
Christ, for he skulked by night to urnl Him.

All thffl was against Christ. 8o tlio faot
that Ho was uot regularly graduated was
against Him. If a man come with diplo-
mas of colleges nnd'eohools and theological
somtnarlos and he has boon through for-
eign travel, tlio world Is dlsppsod to listen.
But hero was a man who had grnauatea ut
no collt'go, hud not In any aendnmy by or-
dinary moans learned tho alphabet of tha
langungo He spokf., and yet He proposed to
tnlk, to Instruct In subjoots whloh bad con-
founded tin* mightiest Intellects. John
snid, "The Jows marvoled, saying, How
hath this man letters, having never
learned?" We, in our day, have found out
that i. man without a diploma rany know
as muea as a man with one and thnt a ool-
lege cannot transform a sluggard Into n
philosopher or a theological seminary toaoh
a fool to preach. An empty buad, uftortbs
laying on of hands of tlie prosbytory,
la urnpty still, But It shockud all flxfsttiig
prejudices in those oldeu tlmos for a man
with no scholastic protons Ions nnd no
graduation from a learned institution to
Hut Himsnir up for a tenchor. It was against
Him.
