FIRGMEN'S HuML DEDICATED

Big Day for Boonton—Parade Two Miles
Long~—interesting Exerclses.

A large number of poople from here-
abouts wended thelr way to Boouton on
Suturduy to nttend the dedication of the
Firemon's Home, Amonrx the number
was o representative of this papor:

Tho home {4 loonted sbout one mile
from the ruilroad station, ou the roud to
Lower Montville, It s un {deal spot for
such an institution. In the plot pur-
chnsod with the home there are about
slxty-five nores of ground, most of which
is dnder oultivation, and the rest is laid
out in bonutiful lawns, studded with
fino - shade trees. The building s of
briek, throe stories in hoight and stands
far buok from the rond on tho highost
elovation of tho whole traot.  I'rom tho
appor stortes of tho struoture forty milos
of sarrounding country can bo soon.

Built origiunlly st o cost 0f $80,000 for
o private resldence, the buflding whon
purchased contained mauy modern tim-
provements, and since then moeny
chunges and edditions have beon tmado.
Bostdes tho main residenoe there are on
the land o greenhouse, farmer's and
gardoner's  housed and sovornl large
burng.

Tho )ropnrt{. which wns formerly
ownod by tho late Willlam G, Lathrop,
wae purchased on June 15, 1808, Tho
purchuse prico was $86,000. Tor somo
timp the State Firemon's Assoclation
hud been ondonvoring to got funds to
buy and maintain s home, and from tho
logislatare that your it seoured the noo-
osnury  help. Tho act pussed dooreed
that  the commission to bo appointed
shonld consilst of one mun from cnch
Cougressional district, and fands woerg
provided for b{ placing at the disposnl
of tho commission the two per cont. tax
leviod on foreign flro insurance com-
punics doing buainoss in this Stato.

Contracts Awarded.

An exciting meoting of the Morrls
County Bonrd of Freoholders was held
at Morristown on Monday afternoon.
The moeeting was a spocinl oune to act
upont bids recelved for tho construction
of roads under the State Ald lnws. Bjds
had been recoived at o mesting held
lust week calllug for the construction of
ronds, tho total cost of which would
amount to $120,000. Of thisn cum Htate
Commissjonor of Roads Budd had agreed
to allow $42,000.

During tho diseussion of tho mattor,
County Counsol Rathbun gave an opin-
ion ﬂgt' ny only £20,000 was at preseut

availa\le for tho construction of new
RSPt et T v il e
ootd Yo approprintion,” Mo advised
that  but two contracts be nwarded, the
work to be advanced only to sanch an ox-
tont a8 the available approprintion
would permit.

Councel Rathbun's opinfon cnosed
much consternation amoug the large
number of contrnotors predent who had
submitted bids, and an nttompt was
mado to disregnrd his opinion. Mr.
Rathbun declared that if this course
wore' pursucd ho wonld resign. They
flunlly dectded to build the ronds lead-
ing from Netcong to Budd’s Linke nud
tho ono through SBucecasanna to cost $16,
000 and $4,000 respectively. The for-
mer was nwarded to Solomon Bros.. of
Lodgowood, and tho latter to John
Smith, of this place.
