However, a thorough
examination made by ounc of the fore-
mon, prononncod things safe angd seoure.
The men of courso resumed work with
this nssurance, nud had only worked for
o fow momonts, when somethiug wes
heard resembling that of ground crack-

tug.
7\5 thoy wero all upon a atn;l;o ahont
forty fooet from tho bottom of the level,
throo of tho moen jumped, toward where
thoy heard the noise upon a rock heap,
cutting and broising themselves quite
bndly,  Mr. Mutthows uufortanately in
his bewildermont leaped from tho stago
direotly to the bottow of tho level. He
had no soconer struck, when the falling
chunk of rock cume crashing upon his
then braised body, with such force as to
sover his hend completely off above the
chin. Boesides his legs other parts of
the body were broken, His dead body
was lmmmedintely sont to the surface and
conveyed home,
