London.—Tlio Marquis of Salisbury,
spoaklui; nf tlio Immiuot-of tin; Non-
JoiifonulMt Unionist Association, Kind:

bany, N. Y,, Results in Rioting.

WILD DISORDER IN THE STREETS

ItUncrB Successfully Attacked jHoii-Vai
Knililoyes "f tlio Traction I on.puny —
I'olluo Worn Uuublo to Oopo With tlie
Mobn mill the MUltla Wua Ordered
Out on Strlko Duty.

Albany, N. Y.—Itlotlng In the capital
of I lie State on Tuesday prevented tho
operation of the street railway lines,
nnd resulted In an order from Govern-
or Oilell, through Adjurant-Uenerni
Hoffman, calling out the Twenty-third
Itegiinont. of Brooklyn, aiid the Tenth
Hnttalion and Third Signal Corps,
mounted, of this city, to preserve peace
and protect the property and employes
of the United Traction Company.

Feeling convinced Unit the police of
Albany could not protect Its employes
mill pnssengoi-H from uttack, the offi-
cers of the United Traction Coiiipuuy
appealed to Sheriff MeCreery, of Al-
Imn.v County, f, :• military protection
for HH lines. The Sheriff lu turn ap-
pealed to Brigadier-General Robert
Slinw Oliver, commnndlUR tho Third
Brigade, who promptly ordered out
the Tenth Unttnliou and the Signal
Corps. Sheriff McOreery alao la-
formed Governor Odell, through Adju-
tiint-Guuerul Hoffmnn, that the num-
lior of members of the National Guard
In Albany County wns too small to
deal effectively with the riotous condi-
tions prevalent Tuesday, and accord-
ingly the Governor directed the Twen-
ty-third Ileglment, of Brooklyn, to pro-
coed to this city.

The story of (lie (lay's rlote Is full of
exciting features.

At the car barns of the company, lu
Quail Rtreot, tho lirst trouble arose.
Here It was Unit William Marshall, a
tiiotornian. who lives In Brooklyn, re-
ceived probably fatal Injuries. Sev-
eral on the car with the Injured man
were also Injured, hut none 60 se-
riously.

.Several thousand Ridkers and sym-
pathizers chnrged at dusk on a wagon-
load of non-union men who had been
Kent out from the Qutill street bnrua by
tlie company to repair the trolley wires
•which had been cut during the riots of
the morning.

The wagon left the barn under tho
opeort of fifty policemen, including
mounted ollleors, and proceeded sever-
al hundred yards through a crowd of
several thousand persons.

When the wagon Btoppcd for tho men
to commence work n dash was made
fur them by the crowd. The police
•\voro powerless to stop the storm of
stones and brlekn showered upon the
non-union men from the vacant lots,
cross streets and housetops.

The men lay upon their faces on the
floor ol' the wagon, and. surrounded by
the mounted meu, who used their clubs
on the more aggressive of the rioters,
v\'t\' hurried bark lo tho barns.

Two of the non-union men were In-
jured. Several of the mob were se-
verely clubbed.

Will) I hi- militia pnlrollng Iho streets
In the vicinity of tlie ear barns of tho
company, In Quail street nud North
Albany, the day of riot uud disorder
drew to a close.

Disappointed at Its failure to stop the
first car, the mob fell uprm the second
as one man. The police made but a
feeble effort lo stop the onslaught.

I.ate Monday night the mounted po-
lice and the reserves were summoned
hy Commissioner of 1'nbllc Safety
Frederick C. Ham to the Union Sta-
tion. There about ninety men ar-
rived from New York City and New
Jersey. They bad come to take the
places of the strikers. They wore
bundled Into trucks and taken to tho
barns of the company on Quail street.

When the iloors of the barn on Quail
Mreot opened at 10.20 o'clock, and a
motor came forth the, trouble began.
There were 21)00 persons In tho imme-
diate vicinity of the burn. The enr
uped on Its way over Quail street be-
fore the people had recovered from
their nstonlshment, and escaped with
but one brick being thrown at the crow
of four men. On the car were four po-
licemen. Upon Us return to Quail
street the car was deserted by Its
crow, who joined the strikers.

It was rlie second car, which started
a few minutes after the first, which re-
ceived rough treatment. It was on this
car that Marshall received the Injur-
ies which may cause his death.

In (Juall street, during the melee.
Rome one threw n rope over the trolley
wires, pulling them to tho ground.
This practically tied up the road, be-
cause of the failure to secure the serv-
ices of linemen, who had gone out with
the strikers.

President. Sbcehan, of tho strikers,
claimed that violence used at the com-
pany's barn wns . Itogelhcr the work
of sympathizers and not strikers.

President Mnhnn, of the Amalga-
mated Association of Street Railway
Employes, 'arrived lu town, nnd will
endeavor to (settle the strike. Mean-
time, the Btrlkers are determined,
while General Manager McNnmarn, of
flic company, wild: "We InteDil to run
our enrs If It takes the entire National
Guard Of New York State to protect
us."
