Destroyed by Fire Early Sunday Morning.

PROPERTY ONLY PARTIALLY COVERED BY INSURANCE-GALLANT WORK OF

THE FIREMEN SAVED ADJOINING BUILDINGS FROM DESTRUCTION.

Owing to (ho enormous pressure of
water wJiioh win being play.ed upon-the
flames, together with the giving way of
some main timbers tlnit supported it,
was the cause of the building collapsing.

Sunday afternoon agaiu, it
was thought wise to throw more water
apou the burning debris as it was still
smothering aud creating a great deal of
smoke which ouuoyed all pedestrians.

The reason for this.ie very
pluiti as Mr. Cook, the proprietor of the
business, did not have any (Ire iu I1L1 es-
tublishiueut since last Friday noon,

Apirtmeuts on the lower floor were
need by Max Feigau, oor popular
clothier, for st< ring hay, aud as plenty
of this tnntorlul was there it is supposed
that, this is where the fire originated.

The loss to property mny be consid-
ered au irretrievable oue us all the ma-
chinery was mainly composed of wood.
Xhe iron work may probably be used to
some extent but the cost would be tho
equivalent of haviug new to ro-plr.ee
the old. '

The amount of iuenrance ou the prop-
erty owned by Mr. Oook does uot cover
the loss as the real value of said proper-
ty is ?2,!!00 and out of this ouly $1,500
is covered by iusnrauce,

The building which/hBloi«(?ed to tho
Pox e8tato^aSp^nr.a:StS2,0(>0 but it iij
uot kuowu what willlio given by "Hie in'
surauce company. Beside the laundry a
wagon filled which contained four
slciKho, a ynbb6r-tire nurrey aud S1B0
worth of other valuable material was
destroyed. This was a total loss as
there was uo insurance on it.

Mr. Cook, who BO unfortunately met
with each a disaster has uot fully decid-
ed as to what he will do; bat this week
for tho benefit of his customers shall
have all work done at Saccosnuun.
These arrangements have only beeu
made for this week however.

Our citizens sympathize with him iu
his loss aud will endeavor as far as pos-
sible to do all iu their power to assist iu
any way. We trust results may be
brought about as shall re-establish him
in a business which will be as good if
not better thau the one he has beeu en-
gaged iu.

Home Destroyed.
Another serious conflagration took

place on Tuesday morning befwoou the
hours of ten aud eleven when the resi-
dence, of Lodi Smith near Middletovvu,
was burned to the ground.

It io uot positively know just how the
building beonme ignited beonnse uo per-
sou was iu the house at the time. Mrs.
Smith with her youngest child were
about the yard curing for a cow whioli
was continually creating trouble when
—to their amuzuuieut they huppeued to
gaze towaid the house only to see it iu a
mass of tinmen.

Just before going out of the house she
placed a wash-boiler over the stuve in-
tending upou her return to engage in
this Hue of work. As to how the home
caught fire is only to be coujectured.

Nothing oould be done to save the
building as it was situated iu an obscure
place far from dwelling houses and eon-
sequently burued itself out spariug prao-
tically uothiug.

However, the insurance ou the houso
was $1100 ; while that ou the faruiture
amoauted to about $600.

Eveu at these figures it was a consid-
erable loss, for ouly recently new carpets
and other fixtures had been purchased
and placed therein. The family is left
practically speaking homeless.

As far as cau be ascertained nothing
of any importance can be said about
what Mr. Smith intends doing; but it is
hoped by his friouds that another build-
ing shall soon bo erected audorhis super-
vision.

HE HAS NOT BEEN PAID TO STOP

F. H. Glillignn, who 1B Kipping Up llio
Cliff* In un Alurinlne: Fashion, Kays
llln Price la &I20,000 — "Commission
Is Working Slowly at 1'renent," KavB »
Member—Kuln Neur Indian Head.

Y outers, .\. Y.—Destruction of the Pal-
isades liy quarrying continues, despite
the nrts*of the Legislatures of tho States
of New York and New Jersey find the
large appropriations of money made
through both public nnil private
sources. Agitation has resulted In the
stopping of one iirin of contractors,
the Carpenter Brothers, who have a
large quarry near Fort Lee. They re-
ceived 5125.000.

Great as "was the destruction as con-
ducted by them. It was of little conse-
quence when compared lo that being
done by P, II. Galllgan In a far more
picturesque section of the mountains
opposite this city. Mr. Galllgau Is at
•work with a large force of men tear-
Ing out boulders and crushing them in
a plant at the base of the mountains.
The stone which Is being blasted Is
located only a short distance north of
the famous Indian Head.

Hundreds of persons saw the result
of this wot'k a few days ago. Large
pieces of rork. having been loosened,
started to fall from the extreme height
of the cliffs at a point that had hereto-
fore remained unharmed. Yard after
yard fell so rapidly that for a time It
seemed as If the entire cliffs were
about to plunge Into the waters of the
Hudson. A thunderous roar wns
created, and it required many minutes
for the fragments to reach the base of
the mountain.

Splendid trees and shrubbery were
carried down In abundance. Boatmen
in the vicinity rowed for life Into mid-
stream, believing that the mountains
were about to tumble into the river.
This is reported to have been the larg-
est portion of rock that ever fell at one
time. A large gaping hole of red clay
remains to mavk the spot where one
of the prettiest cliffs of the famous
mountain formerly existed.

Mr. (Jalligan, who Is a resident of
this city, when seen by a reporter and
asked why It was that he wns still con-
tinuing the work, replied: "Why not?
The property Is mine, and no one hns
yet pnid me to stop. They bought the
Carpenters out nnrl let me ulor.e. Pend
Dp ynur photographers in a week, and
I'll show you some scenery. I Intend
to cut I'OWL several hundred feel of
rock this wo.'k."

The commission lias $150,000 left to
work on."

Poughkoepsie, >•'• Y.—Walter Grcer,
aged nine years, In play pointed a
double-barreled shotgun at his seven-
yeur-old brother Harold, at his home,
near Pleasant Valley, and when he
pulled tlie trigger the contents of a
shell were emptied Into the breast of
the little fellow. He lived ten minutes.

The fnther of the boys, a farmer
named Hubert (Jreer, had been both-
ered by crows in ills corn lot, and he
borrowed a double-barreled shotgun of
his neighbor. He stood the gun in the
corner of the hall, and said to the two
boys: "Now, don't touch that gun. be-
cause It Is loaded."

The father was out in a lot. and the
boys were plnylng Indians In the lilg
hallway of the farmhouse. Harold
hnd n pistol, which he pointed at his
brother and pulled the trigger. It was
i toy pistol and not loaded.

Growing enthusiastic, Walter then
look the shotgun, and, polntng it at his
little brother's breast, pulled the trig-
ger. The muzzle was but a foot away,
and a hole 4hreo inches in diameter
was torn In his body just above the
heart, a piece of th^ clothing being
carried into the wound.

Tells a Chicago Audienoe He Ha?

Come to Preaoh Theooraey.

DcclhreB He Will Never Itcst Until All
Other Fotins of Government Have

Been Driven From the Earth.

Chicago.—"I am Elijah, the prophet,
who appeared first as Elijah himself,
second as John the Baptist, and "who
now comes In me, the restorer of all
things. Elijah was a prophet, John
was a preacher, but I combine In my-
self the attributes of prophet, priest
and ruler over men. Gaze on me, then;
I say it fearlessly. Make the most of
It, you wretches In ecclesiastical garb.
I am he that is the living physical and
spiritual embodiment of Elijah, and
my commission to earth n third time
hns been prophesied by Malachi, by
God Himself, by His Son Jesus, by
Peter and 3000 years ago b y Moses.
All who believe me to be )n very truth
all of this will stand up."

And over 3000 people rose to their
feet and greeted the declaration with
cheers and handelapplng.

John Alexander Dowle, true to his
promises, made this statement from
the platform of the Auditorium In the.
presence of D00O people. It was tho
culmination of n frenzied speech, In
which he denou»ced everybody and
everything not In Zlon, cursed the
Pope nnd the Roman Catholic Church,
spat literally at Masonry, tho news-
papers and the bankers of Chicago,
and raged and tore up and down tho
stage like a mad man.

"Understand well what I mean," lie
continued. "I will take no counsel In
my methods of government. I have
come to proclaim theocracy, pure and
simple, the government of God, by
God, and for God, nnd I will never rest
till all other forms of government have
been driven from the earth.

"You talk about your Democracy.
Bftb! I tell you Democracy has been
tried in the balance and has failed.
The government of the people, by the
people and for the people Is twaddle.
I Btnnil loyal to the Hag and counter
nnnce no revolution, but I demand
here and now that the name of God
must be placed foremost In the 'Con-
stitution of the United States ana the
supreme authority of God over all
things must be recognized.

"Listen to the first message of the
prophet," he demanded. "You must
pay your tithes and offerings into the
storehouse of God. Accursed be ye If
ye would seek to rob His house of Its
fullness by not obeying th's, His will,
»ent through Elijah."

BOAT SWEPT OVER A DAM
Seven ofthe £;£,'ht Occupants Drowned

in the Schuylkill River.

REALIZED THEIR DOOM TOO LATE

Swept by the Swift Current of tho Hirer,
- n l'hlladolphla l'lciilo l>urty of l'lv«

<JtlrlB and Three Touths In a Pleas-
ure Ilont Went Over Flat Rock Dam
•-Only One Boy Escaped.

Philadelphia.—A rowboat containing
a party of eight young persons was
swept over Flat Hock Dam, In the
Sehuylklll River, and seven of them—
five girls and two boys—were drowned,
The dead are:

Florence Bond, aged seventeen years:
Mary Sullivan, twenty years; Maud
Rutter, nineteen years; Mary Kennedy,
fifteen years; Florence Dc*smore,
fifteen years; Bertram Osmand, nine
teen years, and Leo Biker, twenty-one
years.

The party was composed of members
of the Elm Social Club, one of the nu-
merous associations In this city, or
ganlzed for the promotion of picnics
and other social gatherings. The per
eons that were drowned, with a large
number of others, organized a picnic
They embarked In gayly-docorntec1

wagons early In tho morning and
pitched their camp nt Rose Glen; along
tho Schuylkill Rlrer, on the northerr
outskirts of this city.

Following their usual custom thf
party split up after dinner for a rqvi
on the river. This vraa shortly after I
o'clock. Boats were hired and two par
ties set forth for an hour's fun on the
river. Heavy rains during tho pasl
week had made the muddy streair
quite high, and the current wns m u d
swifter than usual, but those In onf
boat lmmediateljr'started out for o ld
stream. I

All the girla Jwcre huddled In th<
stern, one of tho boys was rowing nnc
another wns sitting In the bow of th(
boat. After getting In the middle o)
the river and finding the current toe
swift for comfort the boat was rowec
In toward shore. During this time li
was carried slowly down stream.

The boy doing the rowing decided t<
go-through the locks, and as he ap
proached tho dam he was hailed bj
the lockkeeper and warned not to ap
proaeh any closer. The warning war
not heeded, and the young oarsmac
kept on rowing until he found that the
lock was closed. Then he attempted
to turn the boat, which was about flf tj
feet from the dam and twenty-flvo feei
from shore, l)utJ»iv4urnjed tho wrong
way.

A moment later the boat was In the
swiftly moving current. Realizing ther
for the first time that they were lr
daoger the girls began screaming, nnc
the oarsman lost control of the boat
Swiftly it was carried toward the
brink of the falling waters, nnd JUBI
as it reached the breast of the dam,
over which thirty inches of water was
passing, the entire party stood up and
the boat went over stern first.

The drop to the rocks below Is ap-
proximately twelve feet. The boat
struck the water bottom up, and as II
disappeared the whole party was un-
der ''• Nothing more was seen by the
few persons who witnessed the accl
dent for almost a minute, wnen the
boat reappeared with one boy clinging
to Its keel. Then n second boy -was
seen to come to the surface and make
a frantic effort to reach shore by swim-
ming. The girls never rose to the sur-
face. Tlie boy who was swimming bo
came exhausted and sank before he
could be rescued.

The other boy, who was clinging tc
the boat, lloated fully n half-mile down
the river, and his rescuers had an ex
citing time before they landed him ID
another' boat. He was greatly ex-
hnusted and "was slightly Injured b.v
the falling of the boat.

An An(l-GriiBHl»opper FuufrnB.
It is not only beneficial insects, how-

ever, which are being imported, but
diseases of Injurious Insects, says L.
O. Howard, in Everybody's Magazine.
In South Africa the colonists suffer
severely from swarms of migratory
grasshoppers which fly from tlie north
and destroy their crops. They have
discovered out there a fungus disease
which under favorable conditions kills
off tho grasshoppers In enormous num-
bers. At the Bacteriological Institute
In Gralmmstown, Natal, they have cul-
tivated this fungus In culture iubes,
nnd have carried it Buccessf ully
throughout the whole year; and they
have used it practically by distribut-
ing these culture tubes wherever
Bwurins of grasshoppers settle ami
lay their eggs. The disease, onca
started in an army of young gri. .whop-
pers, soon reduces them to harmless
numbers. The United States Govern-
ment last year secured culture Jubea
of this disease, and experiments car-
ried on In Colorado nnel In Mississippi
show that the vitality of the fungus
liad not been destroyed by its long
ocean voyage, and many grasshoppers
were killed by Its spread. Dining the
past winter other cultures were
brought over from Cape Colony, and
the fungus is being propagated In the
Department of Agriculture for distri-
bution during the coming summer In
parts of the country where grassliop-
pors may prove to be destructively
ebundant.
