Independence
Day, on Thur sday of this week, will
lack some of the noise and display of
former years, but the true spirit
should be as much in evidence as ever
before. Old John Adams, in. the ex-
uberance of his joy over the nchieves
ment of our Nationsl Independence,
snid that the Fourth of July *‘oucht to .
be solemnized with pomp and  parnde, .
with shows, games, sports, guns, bells,
bonfires, and {luminations from one
end of the continent to the other, trom-
this time forward forevermore.’’ . This
expression was In .dccord with the
spirit of that day, and far a century or -
more the observance was marked by
the very features therein enumerated,
but times change and the people .
change with them. Shows, games and -
sports tnere will be to ‘o, considernble.
extent, for despite the suddcningin-'-
fluence of the war our habi{ual holida
methods will be pursued as usnnl Bug
bonfires, illuminations and. noise-pro-
ducing devices will be under strict -
volice regulation.
