BECAUSE (( is in nccordance with
the Inw.  The constitution of the Uni-
ted States provides that when an
amendment shall have received the
vates of two-thirds of the members of
the U. 8, Senate and IHouse of Kepre-
senfnlives, it shall be referred to the
Legislalatures of the severnl States for
radifieation, and when three-quariers
of them shall have voted to ratiby it, it
shall becowne the law of the land. The
eighteen' previous Amendments have
all been ratiticd in this way.

~ BECAUSE n referendum, lo the vo-
ters would not be legally binding upon
the Legisluture, although it wonld cost
the Siate ng much money, and the suf-
fragists as much time and effort as iF it
were a binding referendum.

BECAUSE n real referendum is to be
taken this Fall, when the voters vote
for candidates who favor or oppose
woman snifrage, The sulfragists will
inform the voters bow every ceéndidate
stands upon this quesyion.

BECAUSE the election laws'of New
Jersey make inadequate provision for

safe-guarding the voie of speceinl clee-
tions. ' In 1915 the election was held on
o registration day, and thousand of men
voled immedintcly after registering,
thus giving no opportunily for check-
ing up theirndidressey or right to vote.
The police eanvnsas before general elecs
tlon that year remaved from the books
ns “‘illegally registered” the names of
thousands of mceh, but alf of those men
had hind an opporlunity to vote on the
suffrage amendment,
