OF NEW BRICK CHURCH
"The New Drick Church" was a

fanilllur expression ninety years ago
and one UBMI with pride by the Pr«B-
byteiiuns of Rockaway nnd vicinity.
In fact this new edifice, ot large size
und Imposing Btnucture, was u center
of mtructlon and' a matter of pride
for miles around. It represented i
daring ond reflects yet today credit
on building committee, congregation
and contractors. So much BO that
the ninetieth anniversary of Its dedi-
cation was celebrated on Sunday. In
the morning the Sacrament ot the
Lord's Bupper was administered, a»
waa done three days after the dedi-
cation, and In the evening u histori-
cal address was delivored by tlio pan-
tor, the Ilev. George 8. Mott Doremus,

of Ills second winter In Morrlatown at
the familiar Washington's Headquar-
ters, tills being the home Of Jacob
Ford, Jr.j tho son and family living
thero at the time of Iiis untimely:
deuth; Gen. Winds, of local revolu-
tionary fame, representative of Mor-

John Mott" and sometimes called "th
the deiHratory communion. .\}r.,Mott
lias himself been an elder since 1880,
and l« familiarly known as "Undo
John Mott" arid somotltea called "the

/ old soxton" (having been sexton tor
nearly fifty, years) a title (lrst worn
by his Erandfathor, Dnvld Gordon.

Tho Church, built of brick mado In
Uockaway near "Shady Side," (The
Shady SIdo mansion was built about
0)o same tlnie of brick mado In tho
same yard,) was dedicated on ThurB
dnv, September fifh, 1833, by tho Rev.
Darnabas King, who had then been
pastor of the Church for twonty-flve
years and who continued pastor until
his death In 1802, altho for some
years hlu non-.ln-law^Rev. J. F. Tuttle,
D. D., had beon associated with him.
Tho text of tho Bermon was Haggal
2:9. In it Mr. King reviewed the
glory of the "former" house and then
mentioned reasons for feeling that
tho "glory of this latter house Bhnll
be greater than of the former."

The original building stood on the
knoll lust back of the present one.
It was a wooden structuro, slmllaT-Jn
stylo to the-still-standlng "Quaker
Meeting House" near Mill Brook
which was built the same year, 1755.
It was a "landmark" and,its site im-
portant because of tho surveys run
from It as a starting point.

Notables of tho period held nnd oc-
cupied pews In tho old meeting house:
Lord Stirling (the only American
lord) whose estate was at Basking
Ridge, but who was part owner of the
Hlbernla Minos, and spent time here,
who also securod a grant ol lapd Ir
17G2 for "parsonage purpoaoB:" Coi.
Jacob Ford, Jr., who llvod at Lake
Denmark (then an enterprising little
community), built the Btone house at
Mt. Hope In 1770 and for a time oc-
cupltM It, and whoso widow was hos-
tess to Gen. Washington at the time

In tho lato twenties tho old moot-
ing houso had bocomo too small and
wus In a state of decay This led to
an agitation for a now one. However
at the Parish meeting held Septom-
bor 19, 1D29, ropalrB were decided
upon—"now weather boards on all
sides, now wlndoWB, &c. Tho dilap-
idated oh) stono fence was to bo torn
down as tar as tho Mt. Hopo road
and to an canal dlstanco on tho other
side of the mooting house, nnd then
a "tight board fenco six feet high"
waB to be built. Ford Kltchel, Stop-
lion Conger, Win. Ford, Sum'l Palmor,
Joseph Jackson, S. S. Boach and Win.
H. Wiggins wore appointed a commit-
too to collect $350 nnd prococd with
the work. Evldontly tho curront for
a new church, und a larger one, was
too strong.

A special Parish meeting was held
June 28, 1S30. Col. S. S. Beach presid-
ed and William JnckBon waB clerk.
This meeting appointed Stophon Con-
gor, John D. Jackson, Jabez Bstlle,,
Chlloon Bench, and Matthias Kltchel*
a committee "to draft the plan of a
now meeting house: the spot where
It shall be built; th.a probable cost,

and repert July 10th. It Is to be no-

Aftor tho VanNoss law wan declar-
ed unconstitutional Burd claimed that
tho remaining seven barrels had not
contained alcoholic liquors, but woro
used for vinegar and tho Ingredients
for malting vinegar, The court thon .
ordered the return of the barrels to
Burd.

At tho time that Burd's stock was
seized it waB alleged that two Rocka-
way moo procured uomo llQUor from
Burd's place with which to colobrato
the wedding of a brother. Aftor
drinking the stuff they become in
such a condition that they were taken
to a Morrlatown hospital, whoro they
quickly recovered. Burd's place was
then raided and the llauors soizod.
