One Hundred Camps
In a hundred camps, situated on a

One hundred communities ol
children, many of them away from
their parentB for the. first)time in
their lives—miles away from homo
and all HB little comforts—but rarely
homesick.

Telephone Helps

Other .camps
which are supplied,with food already
cooked from the Park Commission's
kitchens at Bear Mountain, taken out
to the camps in tireless cookers, are
always able to telephone their wants
dally to .the Bear Mountain office.

Improve Service
At the present time the. telephone

company is completing the work of
installing three and a half miles of
new cable which will connect* the
amps direct by telephone with the

Tuxedo central office. This cable lay-
ing Job entails real pioneer work In
the way of blazing new trails, and
in man; places the cable line
swings out over precipices a hundred
or more feet high. The work was
started In the spring in an effort to
supply tho increased service in time
for the height of the summer camp
season, telephone forces going out
Into the woods with their emergency
trucks and equipment when the win-
ter's snows still lay thick on tile
mountainsides.

Additional lines were placed to
camps that hat] never had telephone
service, and pay station, nnd other

FEATHER BEDS, DEATH

AN OLD-TIME superstition which
still lingers In tile rnrnl districts,

and which Is found In Knglaad and In
continental Europe, 1B Oiat a person

annot "die easy" in a feather bed.
Folklore Investigators every now and
hen discover instances of people "in

extremis" being removed from a
feather bed to a bed stuffed with
something other than feathers, In
order that the agony of the death
struggle may be assuaged. It would
be hard to account for this super-
stition did we not find it still exist-
ing in rural Kngland in Its more
ancient form, which la that a person
cannot die easy on a bed stuffed with
the feathers of "game chickens" or
owls that have a strain of the game

chicken In them—fighting fowls. Dyer
reports a conversation between two
British matrons, one of whom cast
doubts upon the superstition. 'Too
nee such feathers, then?" asked the
second woman, "Oh, no," replied the
first one, "we burn them." The Ides
n the old form of the superstition Is

clear. The feathers in the bed are
from fowls which are constantly
fighting and struggling with each
other nnd, of course, by that rule
of magic by which tiny part of nn
animal retains, the qualities of that
animal, the feathers retain the des-
perate struggling qualities of the
game fowls, which qualities, by the
magic of contact, are imparted to
the dying persons. Hence he struggles
and "dies hard," as they say. We
inherit the superstition from England
but In its emigration It has "suf-
fered a sea change," eo that, with us,
't applies to any sort of feathers.
