The terrific Lake Denmark Naval
Depot blast that shook north Morris
tounty last Saturday evening, killing

more than a score, was an explosion
of more tlinn 1,000 tons of GradB A
TNT stored In one magazine. Thl»
was disclosed at the first seaalon of
the navy board of Inquiry which w»s
convened today. '

The explosion of the TNT, pnekod In
wooden boxes, occurred <6 seconds
after, a concussion out of shell house
No. 8, a nearby building, which had
housed 4,500 depth chorees, the board
was told. It was the TNT that blow
tho doors and wft-\>WB from other

Baelnes, leaving uie highly explos-
ive contents exposed to incendiary
fumes. This was In part the testi-
mony given by Chief Gunner William
A. Grdtz, who said he had been In tho
navy ordnance department for twenty-
sovon years, and knew what buildings
wore "going up," though on another .
part o( the reservation at the time,
by the nature of he dotonatlons.

Qunnor Gordtz eald that the 4.GO0
dopth bombs weighed 350 pounds oacb
In addition, in that particular maga-
zine there were 000 aerial bombs
ranging in weight from 100 to 200.
pounds each.

By computation these figures show
that more than 800 tons of bombs
figured in the first explosion which
was followed by the devastating con-
cussion of TNT The first four or
possibly flva exploaloao'tavolvcd more
than 3,000 tens ot powder, bombs and,
TNT combined Apparently those' wafe
but a fraction ot tho munitions that
wakod In a destroying frenzy that'
night. ,

Mr, Ocrdtz gave tho first Intima-
tion that buildings on the reservations
had been equipped with' protection
against lightning. He said that shell
house No. 8, the building1 housing the
depth.charges,;had lightning arrest-
ors distributed over Its ontirc>-tengt/hr'-
Shell house. No. 9 was equipped simi-
larly with arresters forming a net-
work above tho buildings, and being
grounded at both ends or the maga-
zines. , i, . , ,

. Gerdtz, the niost Important witness
of the four who appeared before tho
board of which Admiral Coone is chair i
man gave other figures ot stored,
munitions at the navy depot. Maga<>
ztne No. 3 contained more than 000,-
000 pounds In bulk, of smokeless pow-
der. \ Magazine No. 4, housed, back of
its screen of lightning rods, another
600,000 pounds. Another munitions
house was tho repository for an addi-
tional 1,000,000 pounds of "smokoloso."
