YOLUNTEER FIREMEN
AND SERVICE MEN HIT

Exemption of Firemen nnd Nervieg
Not. Legal

In & communication to county tax

officlala Tueaday, the 8tate Doard of
Taxes and Assessments ruled that
volunteor firemen are not entitled to
a yerrly tax excmption of $500, des-
pite & 1825 law on this subject, Chas,
). Cook, secretary of the State Board,
tald the highar courts previously yul.
edl that firemen are not entitled to
such exemption,
. As to the $600 exemptfon for form-
er servico men In the 19256 law, the
socretary sald tho courts have not
pasged upon this question end the
statute should ho observed. Reforring
to the yearly $1 poll tax, tho State
Donrd held the courts have likowlre
not decided the constitutionality of
that phase pnd the exemption grantcd
sliould bo-allowed to these specified,
including the firemen,

“It has come to the attentlon of the
Btate Board of Taxes and Apsess.
ment”, sald Bocretary Cook, “that
there appears to be o misunderstand-
ing on the part of many taxing offi-
clalg in regard to the exomptions
trom taxations provided for in sub-
division 0 of Chapter 221, printed laws
of 1025, In order, thorofore, that
there may be uniformity throughout
the stato in the administration of the
tax laws, the hoard has deemed it ad-
visable to gain direct attontion to its
attitude tn regard to tho exomptiona
referred to.

“The particulnr question which the
board desivres to emphasizo. in this
communication is the application of
the aot with regeard to the allowance
of the partial proporty tax exemption
of firemen, Wae arve of tho opinlon that
firemen are not entitled to this ox-
emption, for the vonson that . the
courts of the states have declared the
oxemption of firemon from proporty
tax to be without constitutional war-
rant, and therefore Inecffeotive. An
official .ruling .to. thia effect, copy of
which §s cnolosed, was handeldl down
by the hoard in the caso of James Mc-
Donough va.- Town of Montelair"”,
