20,000 PEOPLE VIEW
WRECKAGE SUNDAY

More Than 6,000 Cars I'ass 'Ih^onglt
Plcatlmir and Kavnl Blast Area

Although the weather was threap
uning Sunday and a downpour of rain
threatened every minute, thousands
of curious sightseers took advantage
of the opportunity to view the ruins
of Plcatlnny and Lnko Denmark ar-
senals which wero destroyed by the
explosion on July 10. A continual
stream of cara, most of them laden
to capacity toured through the dnv-
astated area from nine o'clock in the
morning until tho gates were closed
at seven o'clock.'

According to official count of of-
ficers In charge of the tour 6,010 cars
passed through the groundB during
the period above stated. No official
count was mado of the number of
persons in each car but It Is estimated
that the cars carried a total of more
than 20,000 persons thru tho grounds.

Under orders from tho officer In
charge none, of the cars were per-
mitted to stop anil no one was per-
mitted to get out ot the machines
The army officials remarked that they
had experienced no- difficulty with
persons, attempting to disobey orders

It was the first time since the ox-
plosion that .the grounds have been
thrown open to general public inspec-
tion. Many living In this vicinity
through friendBliip with officers have
been admitted to tho grounds, but
generally the public has been pro-
hibited from entering the place. Wide
advertisement of tho plan to permit
visitors Sunday, brought a great
crowd from all sections of tho state
to view the havoc that had been
wrought. No admission fee WOB
charged.

Those who paid their first visit to
the Bcene wero awo struck. The dam-
ngo inside was far greater than had
been described by the newspapers. It
is indescribable. Unexplored shells
are lying about tho many acres and
devastation Is complete. '

Work has been started to clear away
the debris and laborers are sought by
army officials to aid In the work. It
is estimated that it will take two
yours to salvage the shells and pow-
der that escaped the blast. No es-
timate has been placed on the length
of time It will take to replace tho
army arsenal. In Its former condition.
Who navy arsenal will have to be en
tirely rebuilt.
