Buby In Netcong Car Only One to Ene
cape Death—Train Was Backing Yrom
suand Pit In Rain

Four porsons were killed while an
infant okcaped uninjured when an
automoblle crashed inte’ the side of
a frolght trajn at Kenvil, M(mdny ar-
tornoon,

Thote who met death were Jamos
Arholina, his wife, tholy 13-year-old
son, Floyd, and thelr 7-montha-old
daughter, Francos, all of Netcong,

Marie Arboling, 18-months-old grand
daughter of the Arhelina's, escaped
and waes found in the wreckago of the
automohtle, which wad dragged fifty
Toot hefore the traln stoppod.

The necldent occurred on the publie
hMghway crossing at  Kenvil,  The
Lackawannn tracke cross the rond at
this point. being used only for froight
purposes, Tho train into which the
automobile crashed was nt o sand pit
n ahort diatance off the rond and was
baeking out when the orash occurroed,
+ It 18 bolloved that rain hlinded Ar-
holine 8o that he did not see tho train
or warning algnal and probahly the
windows In tho car wore closed or
partially up, due to tho atorm, so that
the warning boll was not heard,

Tho automoliile, nn Rasex conch,
atruck the ocaboose in  tho middle,
throwing it off tho tracks. Two emp-
ty gondola cars noxt to the cabooso
ware doralled, one on efthor side of
the track, and the wrockage of tho
automobilo was draggoed for about fif-
ty feot hefore tho onginoer stoppoed tho
train,

Mra, Arbolina nnd the couple's 7-
months-old daughtor, Francer, were
dond when trainmon pleled them up.

Thoy think ho
nocolorated the speod of his machine
in an etfort to cloar the crossing be-
foro tho traln arrived, but was unable
to do go.

Coronor Josoph R. Voolkor 18 con-
ducting an examination to ascertnin
what protoction thore was at tho
orossing. It is customary it is sald,
for one of the crow of a train backing
out of tho sand pit to stand gunrd at
tho crossing.
