Directlonal Signs For Morrls Connty

The county énglneerlng department
fs at work preparing lists and mater-
{al for directjonal signs in the county.
Under the regulatlons governing the
distributlon of motor vehicle money
among the counties for road improve-
ment each county participating s
obliged to match $1,000 given by the
state i{n erectingsigne, either warn-
ing or directional.

Morris County has been busy with
warning signs but as yet has placed
no directional signs. So far this year
216 signs have been put up and’ last
year 240 were erected. ‘There are
still about sixty to go up for this
year's quota, The concrete posts are
set by the road gangs at odd times.

The aigns are the standard prescrib-

ed by the state, of iron, painted In red
and black for warning and orange and
black for directional. ‘
_ They are fastened to tail refnforced
concrete. posts set along the sides of
the principal roads. The signs used
in Morris County are purchased of
the New Jersey State Reformatory,
the metal signs costing less than wood
signs can be made and painted.

It is hoped to be setting signs of di-
rection by next Year and there are a
host of them needed. Each one must
be separately prepared. there fs no
chance for a stock sign showing
“cnrve 250 feet shead” or-a “steep
grade” as the warning signs indicate.

Gor-
man leaves no children.
