Plants Grow Rapidly
in Continuous Light

Experiments In tho u«o of Intensive
Illutnliiittlon na an nld to horticulture
were made rcccntlj -with 1,000-watt
gas-ftlled lamps equipped with Inrgo
reflectors. In every ease the progress
of the plnnts was remarkable, says
a writer.

The plants were placed under tho
light whea buds were just beginning
to form. Daffodils nnd Lent lilies,
when placed under the light for six
hours a ulght, flowered In four days,
growing nbout an Inch a day.

Tho rapid progress of vegetation In
the Arctic regions, once the sun has.
reached a fair altitude, has alrendy
been noticed by travelers. Tlila Is
most likely due to the fact that dny-
llght Is continuous, although ttic pres-

-Not Good Weather Sign
Tho weather bureau soys that the

position of the lunar crescent depends
upon tlie angle that the moon's path
makes with tho horizon, and on any
given date It la ulwnys the sarno in
places havlug the same latitude] If
this weather sign were trustworthy!
the same kind of weather; either dry
or rainy, would prevail on any given
date throughout a belt of latitude ex-
tending entirely around the globe. Of
course, there Is no' such uniformity of
weather In relation to latitude. Near
tho equator tho position of the young
moon never makes an Angle of more
than SO degrees with the horizon,-and
it Is generally in an even more'nearly
horizontal position, so that In a part
of tlie world notorious for regions of
heavy rainfall, the moon Is, according
to the proverb, always a "dry" one.
