$555,000 BOND ISSUE

Procecds of Rale of Bouds Wil Be
Applled to Cost of Finanelng Ime
provements
The Board of Frecholders has au-
thorized the advertisement for bids
for the purchase of $5556,000 perma-
nent fmprovement road and hridge
hondd.  The bids wil) be received at
the Court House on September 22nd
at 2 o’clock. The bonds ave issued to
cover the cost of rebullding roads and
bridges fn the county, and most of
which work has been completedq either
last year or this, ’

The bonds will be dated October 1ot
and will be retired fn the amount of
$45,000 each year from 1037 to 1940,
fnclusive, bearing rates of interest of
4, 4% or 4% per cent.

The proceeds of the sale of the
bonds will be applied to the cost of
financing the linprovements of several
specific roads and bridges which have
heen built or are under construection
under the temporary note financing
plan, -

In commenting on the sale of bonds,
George W. Downs, county treasurer,
pointed out that the $565,000 issue
will not add that entire amount to
the county debt, ahove the present
hond {ssues, He pointed ont that of
the last bond issue more than $300,000
had been retired and thus the new is-
sue will Incrense the county bonds
outstanding ahout $260,000.

The work which the honds cover is
for the reconstruction of the Dover-
Chester road; Morristown-Ledgewood
rord; Buccasunna-Flanders road:
Haites Corner-Swinefleld road; Mont-
ville-Pine Brook road; Columbla turn-
pik s rond; Boontonp-Butler; making &
total of $224,929, which includes in-
terest charges on the temporary notes,

The bonds will also retire tho tem-
porary notes for the financing of the
rebullding of the Lower Chathem
bjdge; Court House addition and
equipment: Valley road; Main Street,
Butler; Watchung avenue bridge in
Chatham; Falirmount avenue Chath-
am, and the Green Village road.

The net debt of the county, accord-
ing to the treasurer's statement, is
$2,338,073.39.
