Ray J. Deusern, who has fust been
appointed manager of the Baker, now
& Fablan Theatre under the direction
of the Stanley Company of America,
comes to Dover with a record of six-|
teen years experience in show busi-
ness, His latest affiliation was \vlth]
the Willam Fox Theatres for seven
years, four of which were spent In
Newark as manager of the Terminal
and two in New York City as director
of the Academy of Music, now demol-
{shed.

He obtained his experience.as man-;
anger of road shows, vaudeville agent,
vaudville casting .director, theatre
house manager, vaudeville producer:
and motion picture publicity, adver-
tising ﬂnd exploitation work. He was
fn the movie ranks for three years.
Mr. Deusern {8 considered one of the
ablest executives in the profession.
“The manager’s entrance in the
show business {8 not unlike the start
made by David Belasco, William A.
Brady and A. H, Woods. Deusern was
horn fn New York City and recefved
his grammer school education there.
Later ho attended military school In
Ohto and during his senior year ob-
talned work with a stock company as
assistant stage director. The stage
director, one day, was taken {1l and
the young assistant marshalled into
the sick man's shoes. Mr. Deusern
put on playe untll the end of the sea-
son and then returned to New York.

His parents insisted that he go to
college. He tried hard to study but
the lure of the stage was too much.
He remained at college one term and
then re-entered the theatrical pro-
feaslon,

The varfed experience of the man-
ager must not be comstrued in the
pense that he 18 a sort of rolling stone,
The sixteen years of theatre work has
heen done in the interest of only half
a dozen firms.

Mr, Deusern's asgo¢lations with al}-
branches of the game have sent him
to all parts of the North American
continent. Thus he has had ampie
opportunity to study and classify the
taste of audiences throughout the
country., This knowledge has been
usgeful to him in recognizing and up-
prec(nting the \vants of an audfence
and in setistying that want. He has
been so successful with the publie
‘that he has never been without a pos-
ition.  Theatre owners throughout the
country are constantly on his heels
requesting that he join thefr organi-
zations. -

The theatre is Mr. Deusern’s home.
He cannot keep from it. His hobby,
however, is books.
.ever tlie chance comes and he reads
slowly -and carefully so as to digest
the matter, His favorite works are
osgays of o thoughtful naturée. He

he admires greatly the work of Plato,
Socrates and Zeno among the ancients
and - Schopenhauer and Nietesche
among the moderns.

J, B. Plumstead, 71 years old, of
Kenvil, was employed ag a driver hy
John R. Burg, also of Kenvil, on De-
cember 27, last year, when he fell
from 8 wagon severely injuring his
spine. The referee allowed Mr, Plum-
stead compensation of $12 a week for
& perfod of 172 weeks,

John Kurganick,” ot Hibernia, was
employed as a miner for the Replogle
Bteel Company on March 10 last.
While walking along the slope at the
mine on his way to work a large rock
fell, etriking and badly injuring his
arm. Referee Kent awarded him $17
a week for a period of 124 weeks.

Fred Blanchard, of New Vernon,
employed by the George A, Mills
Woodworking Company of Morristown
was awarded $17 a week for a period
of 87 weeks. On May 27 last he s
allegd to have fallen from a ladder
sustaining injury to his back, .

James Thomas, sixty-five years old,
of Second street. Wharton, was em-
ployed as an elevator operator in the
Liondale Bleach, Dye and Print works,
at Rockaway. On May 28 last he
stepped of the elevator while it was
in motion and fell between the gate
and elevstor, into the pit nt the bot-
tom of the shaft, a distance of twenty
feet,

He struck on his left side bruising
his shoulder and infuring his back.
Mr. Thomas was represented by Seth
H. Ely, while the New Jersey Manu-
facturers’ Casualty Insurance Com-
pany was represented by Paul Colby,
of Trenton.

The attorney for the insurance com-
pany claimed that the petitloner was
incapacitated through old age and not
by the fall. Mr. Ely, however, pre-
gented to the court several X-ray
pictutes to prove that the spine in-
jury was due to the fall and not to
old age,

Reteree Kent awarded Mr. Thomas
$14.41 n week for a period of 152
weeks and ordered the insurance com-
pany to pay a counsel fee of $100 to
Mr. Ely and also pay the medical bills
incurred by Mr. Thomas during his
treatment following the - accident.
These bills amounted to approximate-
ly $200.
