NEAR WHIPPANY

Vfnn Iii Cow itarn on Huuover Neck
ICtiiid

Another We Htlll IIBB been unearth-
ed in Morris County, t)ilB time by the
corps of detectrvves and state polite
who nre smoking a motive for the mur-
der of Oactnno Neapolitano of Whip-
imny and the reasons back of the
blowing up of rastruale Mutarello's
house In Morrlstown.

The still, said to have cost $20,000,
was found in what was formerly a
cow barn Just off t?ie Hanover Neck
road, near WJUppnny. The plant in-
cludes a 1.000-gallon and two 800-
gallon stills with a capacity for turn-
Ing oat a gallon of pure alcohol ft
minute. Copper drums; tanks nnd
other equipment, all of superior char-
actor, also were a part of the plant.

The discovery of the still was fol-
lowed by the arrest Friday of Michael
Calabreso of Belleville by police of
that town at the request of detectives
of Morris County. He was In the
company of Anthony Galati of Blooni-
lleld, hfs brother-in-law. A third, man
brought to Morrlstown by detectives
Is Rrncst Distefnno, all accUBod by
the officers of having been engaged In
worlt at the still.

The plant is on what la known aa
the Lydla Smith piu.ee. It had been
loused to William Bottomly, whose
lease expired August 1. It was leaned
August 5 to Joseph Esposlto, <f.
Brooklyn. Further investigation
brought out the statement from Mr.
Bottomly that Neopolltano was a fre-
quent visitor to the still and a part-
ner in tlie enterprise and that Ernest
Plstefnno also was a friend of Nea-
politano.

DiBtefano, the liollco Bay, admitted
coke was delivered at the Neapoli
tano pig farm and then reloaded and
taken to the still, The raw material
tor manufacturing the alcohol • alao
was delivered to the farm and relayed
to the Htlll, the finished product going,
to the farm and being shipped from
that place, Dlsstefano confessed, ac-
cording to the detectives.

When the still was discovered it
was evident the men who ran it had
left In haste, their clothing and other
things being left behind. - These are
now at the office of the Morris County
prosecutor and with them about 3,000
gallons of alcohol In different stages
of manufacture that was confiscated.
The detectives say they, expect to
make further arrests.

OfJlclul circles in IJenvl!!'; Town-
ship suHpect thut Mountain Lakes,
while apparently nlUnnptfnfs tr, ndi) to
Us water tsupply, IH trying to luid to
it« territory nt the expense of D<;»-
villo.

This cnnio out Friday at o hearing
liefore the North Jersey District Wat-
er Commission, tho upnhot of which
wan that both Denvllle <tnd Mountain
Lakes wore granted permlHHlon to
sink wella in a disputed area for their
respective water supplies. The Djn-
villa contingent had argued that Mt
Lakes was trying to forestall Den-
ville, but the commission decided that
there was room for both and that
the respective groups would bo 000
feet apart. The Denvllle point of
view was presented by Joseph Coult,
Newnvk lawyer.

The disputed nrca IB near tho Itock-
awuy River Country Club In Denvllle,
where both the township and borough
desire to sink wells. It is admitted
that Mountain LalceH' present supply
is Insufficient, but Mr. Coult contend-
ed that tlio borough had resources
to develop within Its own borders
without encroaching on Its neighbor.

Although lacking proof. Mr. Coult
said the manner In which Mountain
Lakes went about gaining an addi-
tional supply indicated there wan a
desire to annex part of Denvllle. Ho
cxplo.ln.cd that the disputed well slto
is In an outlying section and that
Mountain LIUCOH engineers actually
starti/d test work before the town-
ship knew about It.

"It Is such a secluded spot," Raid
Mr. Coult, "that no one would know
they were there unless ho Bllcert a
drive oft tho seventh tee and then
boat about the bushes."

Mr. Coult pointed out that when the
matter first came beroro tho State
Board of Conservation and Develop-
ment, Mountain Lakes notified Uocka-
way, farther away than Donvlllo, but
failed to notify that township. Don-
ville construed this to moan that Mt.
Lakes intended to get the work on tho
wells started beforo Denvllle could
start work. ,

Then, said Mr. Coult, when Don-
vllle, which was rapidly growing,
needed additional water supply, it
would be' forced to negotiate -with
Mountain Lakes. Having control In
this fashion, Mr. Coult Implied that
the next step for Mountain Lakes was
actual annexation.

James V. Benm. representing Mt.
Lakes, denied tho borough entortaln-
ed such an idea. When -witnesses
were called he stated his case was
handicapped because illnesB prevent-
ed the appearance of Frederick B. Pit-
ney of Morrlstown, engineer In charge
of developing Mountain Lakes' new
supply.
