Over 700,000 Enrolled In Neéw Jersey
Schools

There are more than 700,000 pupils
ennrolled in the public schools of the
State, and nearly 30,000 in the even-
ing schools, according to State Com-
missioner of Education John Logan
in the latest lssue of the “Education
Bulletin,” published by the State De-
parment of Public Isstruction. To
traln this number the State employs
approximately 26,000 teachers and
supervisors.

The school officials deserve the
strongest commendation for the ex-
cellent facilities to be found in near-
ly all of the districts of the state for
their effort to secure the best trained
teachers and sBupervisors. Members
of the Boards of Education serve
without salary. They glve largely
of their time, es it is needed for the
welfare of the boys and girls of their
communities.
