Domestic rabbits deserve to be bet-
ter known as an article' of food, says
the United States Department of Ag-
riculture. The meat Is very delicious,
tasting more like chicken: than, that
at wild rabbits, although these are
good, too, ID their season. Domestic
rabbits have no special season, but
may be eaten the year aroond, when'
ever those who raise them put them
on the market.
