REACHES EUROPE

Anyone From Northern New Jersey
' or Rockaway May Place a Call

The New York Telephone Company
announced today that Leginning Sat-
urday morning at 8:30 o'clock, the
trans-Atiantic telephone service will.
be available not gply in New Jersey,
New York City, Westchester, Rock-
land. County and Suburban Long Is-
land which have had service since its
fnauguratfon January Tth hut also in
the rest of New York State.

The Extension of London service to
telephones through out the térritory
it serves has heen arranged for by
the New York Telephone Company in
cooperation with the American Telep-
hone and Telegraph Company and the
Britfsh Post Office,

The enlarged area to and from
which London calls may be made, con-
taf{ns approximately two and one-halt.
milijon telephones and any one of
them can be connected with any one
of the 600,000 telephones in the Mot~
ropolitan London area.

Calis for London are started by ask-
ing for “Long Distance” and giving
the instructfons in the usual way.

The charge for a three minute con-
versation either with a designated
party or a designated telephone 18 $75 .
and $25 a minute for each additfonal
‘minute or fraction thereof. There is
a report charge of $10 In case the
London telephone {8 reached but not
the desfgnated party. i

Considering the advantage of talep-
hone communication this is a rela-
tively cheap method of rapid trans-
Atlantic communication. Owing to
the fact that communicatfon is by -
radfo, privacy cannot be assuréd al-
'though work {8 in progress to glve a
hlgher degree of privacy in the future,

" Because of aongestlon that may ex-'
iﬁt from time to time with a single
radfo channel avaflable, it {8 neces- -
sary to limit calls to a maximum dur-
ation ot twelve mlnutes when other
calls aré wnltfng =
© 'Anyone In Rockaway or for that -
matter fn any part of Northern New
Jergey, may place a call from his tel-
ephone to any telephone in metropol-"
itan London. The complete circuit
going and coming which iq provided
for this purpose: conslsts of a unfon
of about 880 miles of wire line nnd
6,300 miles Df ether path.

Calls for London origiuating local«
ly are handled over the regular tel-
ephone circuit to the long dlsmnce
office of the American Telephone &
Telegraph Company at Walker straet,’
New York At this point equipment
s provided to separate the transmis-:
sfon toward London from that rve-
cefved from London. East-bound
transmission {8 carried by telephone
lines to the radfo transmitting station
at Rocky Point, Long Island, themce’
by radio to the recelving station at
Wroughton, England. From Wrough-
ton the transmission passes by wiro
telephony to the long distance office.
of the General Post Office. At this
point i8 located segregating apparatus:
