Former Prosecutor Obliged to Renew
$48,000 Bond

Former Prosecutor James H, Boil-
tho, whose conviction for malfeasance’
in office was sustelned last week in
an opinfon handed down by Supreme
Court Justice Kalisch, will appeal tp
the Court of Errors and Appeals.

PREVENT BATHING BAN

Owners of Land l)npr!wd of Thelr
Rights

The rule of the Btate Doard of
Heulth prohibiting hathing fn rivers,
lakes and streams from which potabie
waters -are talen will be overridden
it a bill introduced §n the House Mon-
day night by Assemblymaun Chandlea
of Bergen hecomes a Jaw.

The statement pttached to the hilt
declares it 5 intended “to prevent the
owners of land belng deprived of the
uge thereof for the henefit of efther
public or private water companies,
without compensation belng made for
the .same under the gufse that such
action {8 necegsary to protect the pub-
lic health,” Bpecifically the bill pro-
vides; ’

“Nothing in any law of this Btate
shall be construed to limfit, restrict or
prohihit the use of any fresh water
lake, pond, brook, creek, streath op
river above {he point where the tide
ebhs and flows, by eny riparian owner
of. 1and bordering on the same, for
the purpose of hoating, fishing or
bathing therein ,or any other lawtul
purpose, so long as tho uge thereof
shall he natural and reasonable, and
no’ court, hoard, body or other au-
thorlty of this Btate shall restrain,
prevent. or in anywide fnterfers with
such patura! and regsonblo use; proq
vided, ‘however, that nothing therein
contained shall be construed {o pre-
vent the condemnation of property of
suach rlpnrlan owner fn the manner,
preacribed by the piatutes of this
Btate, for the use of the same ns u‘
puhllc water ‘supply.” :
