If Leglsinture Passes -Bill Hunter
Would be Permfiited to KIIl three Deer
Three deer per hunter will be the
New Jersey bag lim{t this year if Ben-~
ate bill No. 75 becomes-a law, It would
permit the killing of & doe on 'eilch of
two days, and there is nothing in it

Y which would keep out of the field the

hunter who had killed his buck la the
regular season. Tuesday and Wed-
nesday, December 27 and 28, are the
days proposed for the special season.

The bill does not follow the lines of
the -plan which, it had been announc-
ed, the agricultural interests had pro-
posed to the State Fish and Game
Commigsion and that led the latter to
sanction the introductfon of a mens-
ure. This plan, it was stated at the
time, was to create a special season of
two days in which the hunter who had
not Mlled his buck {n the regular sea.
son would be permitted to kill one dee.

The measure provides a penaity of
$100 for killing or hixvlyg in posses-
sion in the two-day season of a buck
or & fawn, It defines a8 o fawn a
deer less than a year old!
