In bllU reported out l>y the House
and Sonute military affairs committee
an appropriation of $2,341,848 IH au-
thorized for this purpose, supplement-
ed by $35,000 to buy more land.

The War Department Bays of tho
plan that "the wholo establishment
will comply with the highest stand-
ardH of safety conditions nnd will
comply with the requirements of the
New Jerney Btato law», whlcll aro
considered to bo the best of tho ntato
laws concerning the operation!) of ex-
plosive plants."

The explosion lust July at the nary
depot at Lake Denmark did great *
damage to tho Picatluny Arsenal, but,
though many repairs have been mado,
tho present plan la (virtually to ro-
bulld the plant,
