, In hringing the meeting 1o a close,
Mr. Eagleman spoke of the hoosting
of the Northwest, and suggested that
we catch the spirit of such organiza-
tions as ore formed there, for the
promotion and dovelopment of thelr
town, counties and states.

Every man pledged his support, fi-
nancial, moral and physical for the
benefit of the organization.  They
left the Inn with a feeling that same
fs bound to be n success, and that no
business man can afford to he with-
out the support and help of the or-
gonfzation and that the organization
cannot grow and be a success without
the individual help of every husiness
man.
