Mr. Mulr asked that tho Houeo bo
put under call to prevent tho
of members, hut Sneaker Slrocuoa re-
minded him that this request was tho
prerogative of the Republican Ma-
jority Loader, Mr, Mulr termed tho
opponents of the meanuro "cropo
hangeri" ,Hi) stated that a referen-
dum vote'for tho people of tho sever-
al municipalities was tho only, fair-
minded way of settling the vexing
question as to whether tho old Sun-
day Laws, should ha llbarnllzed.

Seek Treasure Trove
in Bermuda I stand t

A touch of romance Is given to her-
muda by traditions of buried treasur*
whlcb ubound there. Several of the
Islands are euld to have bceu used by
the Spaniards In early times for hld-
bjg [heir surplus wealth, notably Ire-
land leluud, now a British naval sta-
tion ; Cooper's Island, near the old town
of St George's, and SIWUIBB I'olnt, two
miles from Hamilton. Accounts «f
golden crosses and pieces of eight hav-
ing been found along the shore still
exist In ancient records. Ou one oc-
casion a Dumber of Spanish gold coins
were discovered at B. m>ot afterward
called Money Mate Kock. It Is known
(hat In the early days of Atlantic nav-
igation galleons, often richly loaded,
used Bermuda as a landmark while
on their way from South America and
the West Indies to Spain by way of
the Aiores. Owing lo the existence
of many coral reefs off the Bermuda
const, theBe vessels were occasionally
wrecked, and BOW He beneath the
coral formations of past centuries. In
some Instances It Is possible thut
treasure was salvaged and burled.
Not many years ago an American vis-
itor is said to have discovered a hid-
den vault at Spanish I'olnt, and after
Ms departure for New Tork an empty
space and drill holes were noticed by •
people living near by. Whether lie
really found a treasure hoard remains
a mystery.
