the tracks of the Lacknwannn refl-
road that leads from  Dickerson’s
hridge, known as “Dead Man's Curve”
entering the Town of Dover. It will
bridgo the tracks on the road leading
past Colonial Lake Park, ’

According 1o the plena the bridge
will have ¢ roadway of twenty-elght
teet in width with flve-foot sldowalks
on each side. The over-al) width will
ha forty fect. Tho presont hbridge
over the Rockaway River at this polnt
s nbout cighteen fect,

awannn raflroad I4 planning ta com-
plete its four-track line from Tincoln
Parlk to this polnt tn Dover this year.
