VALUATIONS RAISE
IN MORRIS COUNTY

Borough's Assessment Ralsed Nearly
£200,000 by County Tax Board

Maorris County tax ratables this
year show an fncrease of $5,603,216
over 1926, 'The figures for this year
are $95,937,418 and for 1526, $90,344,-
202, Willfamy B, McCracken, clerk of
the tax hoard, completed the work of
going over tho hooks of the thirty-five
taxable dstricts of Morrs County last
Priday.

Dover shows the largest increase in
tax tatables this year, $1,078,207. Its
total this yéar on general property
valuations and utilfties js $8,123,173
and last year $7,044,960. Madison's
Increase Is $147,226 this year's amnount
heing $8,458,286 and last yeor $8,311,-
001, Last year Madieon's assessment
was jumped $1,934,025 on & reasgoss-
ment made by the county Board of
Taxation following a eontroversy with
the assessor. Rockaway DBorough's
assessment has gone up $199,100, the
tigures this year being $1,862,043 and
last year $1,662,943, All taxing dis-
tricts in Morris County show in-
ereases except Mendham and Kinne-
lon Borough.
