Charles A, Rathbun, county coun-
sel, was Instructed by the Board of
Frecholders to take such legal steps
us he thinks necessary to obtain the
aceeptance of the sewor trunk lne
In Blackwell street, Dover, by Jersey
Clty, in order that the work of re-
paving the streat can be started as
soon a8 possihle,

There was no dication as to what
steps the county counsel thought they
could take to compel Jersoy City to
accept the gewers. It was sald, how-
ever, that Mr. Rathbun could com-
municate with the ecity counsel for
Jersey City and pecure from him
gome definite information as to the
stufus of the wewers fn Dover,

The matter was again bhrought to
the attentlon of the hoard by Frec-
holder WiHllam J. Bassett, of Mine
Hill. He pointed out that Blackwell
street belongs to the county and there-
fore the Board of ¥recholders should
have some Jurisdiction over it It
should not be necensary, he said, for
the owner of the street to go into
Hudson County and plead with the
offlefals there to say pomcthing that
would permit the frocholders to re-
pave tho street.

Mr. Basselt declared that the State
Highwny Commisgion held  $26,000
over from one year to the noxt toward
pavlng this street and had granted an
additionnl $10,000 this year for the
same work, making a total of $35,000.
This sum, ho safd, would not always
he held by the Btate Comminsion and
it the frecholders did not use it this
year it was probable that the money
will bho ltost to them.

e poinled out that Jersey City has
been “pasnaing the buck’ on the Dover
sower queostion for several months,
while the county is endeavoring to
repave the streot. Plans and specifl-
oations have boen prepared, and the
work {8 ready to go. ahead, but the
delay, Mr, Dansott said, 18 due to the
reluctanco of Jorsoy City to say any-
thing definite rbgarding the ‘accept-
ance of the Bewers,

The othor “members of the board
concurred in what Mr. Bassbtt had
aald and by & unanimous vole Mr,
Rathbun was fnstructed to take the
matter up in the legal way for the
purpose of gsecuring prompt actfon
trom Jersoy Clty.

This matter has been hanging fire
for months. The Dover Board of Al-
dermon have beon assured on several
occanjons that the sewers would be
accepted in the noar future. This has
boen the situation since the first of
the year. The Kiwanis Club, of Do-
vor, and the Committeo of Fifty have
rocotved letters from Commisslonor
Irggin, of Jersey City. in which he
says tho mattor §s entirely up to the
Board of Aldermen of Dover. Ho has
safd that they knew tho sewers wero
not properly fnstalled and it was up
to that hody to romedy the condition.
