PASSES AWAY

Was Noted Invenfor and Knoiwn AM
Over the World

Hudson Maxim, noted inventor,
gelentist and guthor, of Lake Hopat-
cong, pussed away at 5:45 o'clock

ing illness. He was 74 years old.
His wife was at his bedside when the
end came. For hours before the pass-
fng, Mr, Maxim had been fin a coma
and recognized no one.

Two yeurs ago fafling health took
him to Europe. e was suffering from :
anemia and ulcers of the stomach. ‘
The txlp across the water ftafled to
restore his healih and he returned
home and then went to Californis up-
on the orders of his physfcian, Dr. H.
H. Nelden,.of Stanhope, While there
he was taken serfougly {11 and again
roturped to Maxim Park, his home at
the lake.

Although ordered to remain in bed,
Mr. Maxim was too active and from
time to time drove to Morristown to
consult with his attorney, Elmer
King, and made other visits at var-
fous places.

Hia only son, H, B. Maxim, of Wood- !
bury, N, J., hurrfed to his father's
bedside when he learned the end was |
near. He fafled to reach home, how-
ever, hefore Mr. Maxim passed away.

The proposed routes will not lie taken
over as part of the State system at
this time and the definite action upon
the Improvements will be ¢ontingent
upon the ratification of the hond is-
sue Ly the electornte.

The projects for which the plans
will be made ready for the proposed
1928 building will include the follow-
ing:

On the new routes One and Three
the Paterson Plank Road from-Ruth-
erford, vielnity to Jersey City and
Tonnelle Avenue in Jersey City, a
distance of eight and four-tents miles
at an approximate cost of $3,600,000.
On the new route Four the bullding
of ofght and one-half miles between
South Amboy and Matawan through
Cheesequake at nn  expenditure of
$1,000,000. This alignment would re-*
leve traffic on the present Route
Four near Keyport and will shorten
the distance through South Jersey
points. Ou routes Five and Five-A
from Little Ferry in B\ergen County
to the Hackensack Plank Road three
