After a Jong delay the fate of Ju
H. Holitho, formerly prosecutor
Morrig County, -sentenced to HEIVE
from two to three years fn prison [for
malfeasance, fs now hefore the court
of Iast resort in New Jersey. Holi-
tho's uppenl from the convieton, wi-
ready sustained by the Supreme Court,
was argued before the Court of -
voys and Appeals, Friday afternopn,
As i6 eustomary, the decislon was lald
over for consideration in conference,

Much the same arguments were ug-
ed as when the case was hefore tha
Supreme Court.  Elmer W. Rominoe,
appearing for Balithe, questioned the
validity of the malfeasance indict-
ment returned by the eligsor drawn
grand Jury. He contended that tho
irinl court had erred In permitting un
amendment to the indictment; that
the proof at the trial di] not wurrant
the gulity verdlet; that the jury had
heen fmproperly Influenced; that {{-
legal evidence had been admitted over
objection, and legal evidence ruled
out; that there was evror In the
court’s charge, and that the sentence
imposed was not o lawful one.

Wiltred H. Jayne, Jr., of Lakewood,
who conducted the prosecution as ag-
slstant attorney general, appeared for
the State. He contended that the trial
was free from any error constituting

a ground for reverdal by the review--
ing tribunal. There were ten counts '

in the Bolitho indictment. He was
found gutlty on tive and not guilty on
two, and-the romn‘mlng three were
dismisged.
