Captnln Otto Dowling, greatest
hero of the explosion, was the prin-
cipal guest at Saturday's exercises.
Captain Dowling was in charge of
the Lake Denmark Naval Station at
the time the explosion occurred and
•was severely injured. "Despite his
wounde, he refused to go to the hos-
pital and nfter receiving temporary
treatment, returned to his duty. For
hiB bravery he was awarded a dis-
tinguished service* medal by the Nav-
al Department.

Captain J3owling, in a brief address
told of the explosion, how the depot
was completely devastated and heavy
damage done to Plcatinny Arsenal,
the army depot adjoining. Tbe tele-
phone service was completely put out
of service and automobiles or mes-
sengers had to be used temporarily.
Three intrepid employees of tho tele-
phone company 8et up emergncy ser-
vice outside of the gates- and within
an hour it was functioning. Thanks
to the operators In the nearby offices,
moBt efficient service was rendered,
and the telephone lines were a real
Godsend in disseminating news, get-
ting aid, locating the wounded and
other purposes. He got in touch with
the Naval Department at Washing-
ton and told of the disaster through
these temporary lines. The New Yort
Telephone Company, said > Captain
Dowling, was to be congratulated for
having such men and they well mer-
ited the awards received. He read a
letter sent from the Secretary of the
Navy to the Company, thanking it for
Its assistance.

Mayor Clyde Potts, of Morrlstown,
was the first speaker and he wel-
comed the Telephone people to Mor-
rlstown.

"Ladies and Gentlemen:
One year ago almost to a day, the

Plcatinny Arnenal, situated among
the beautiful hills of Mbrris County,
was visited by a sad disaster, a dis-
aster so terrifying as to attract the
attention and sympathy of the entire
civilized world. It was the privilege
of the Town of Morrlstown on that
occasion to open its public buildings,
and the people- of Morristown to open
their homes to receive those of our
neighbors to tbe north who were
made homeless by that visitation.
The destruction wrought by that dis-
aster was one of those peculiar trag-
edies which while terrible In Its phys-
ical results was of the kind that welds
the hearts of mankind into closer un-
ity. The meeting here now attests
this fact.

After a lapse of ono year, it is our
privilege today to again open one at
our public buildings to those
played a part in that disaster.
