"The saloon was a general jiarno tor
places where Intoxicating, beverages
were sold at retail under authority of
tho law, for which privilege a llccmio
fpo wan paid to thn county or munici-
pal authorities

"Tbo last official census of licensed
liquor dealers In Now Jersey was in
1908, showing a total of 7,801, dis-
tributed as follows;

"Atlantic county, 280 llccnsos; Bor
gen, 296; Burlington, 111; Camdon,
373; Capo May,' Cl; Cumberland, E;
Ksfior, 1,803; Gloucester, 30; Hudson,
2,300; Hunterdon, 46; Mercer, 362;
Middlosox, 435; Monmouth, 227; Mor-
ris, 144; Ocean, !><J; Passaic, 7C0; Sa-
lem, 14; Soinernet, 71; Sussex, 05;
Union, '862; Warron, 80.

"In addition, th<Jre,were 2,323 who
paid toi to. tUe Federal .Government
as liquor dealers, but who wero.'ln re-
aUty, bootloggorB.

"Those 2,323 prc-problbltlon boot-
leggors were chlofly forolgnars, Who
sold home brow and poisonous moon-
«ltjno liquor and undaubtodly did ns
nnjch bUBlDcBS as In now dono by all
tho bootleggera In tho Elate under ou
prohibition laws.

"As to law violations, It Is safe to
«'ay that .all «r thono 10,164 'llronsed
and unlicensed dealors wore persist-
ent' lawbreakers, selling in violation

' law to minors, on Sundays, dec-
days and to inebriates, to pontoni

' under tho lafluoncc ol llquoi

and harVorlnB EftmhlorH and
ly pcreonn, . •

"In one promlnnnt Nownrlc nalonn {
d clInlted onq, Sunday* by tw(|

thoy saw oovflti men dead dninlc an!
othorti in a miiiKllin condition, and itn-
other Bu;nlay in a Joreoy City ualoon
12 liftrtoudcrfl vvoro florvlng llquorn n»
rapldly^as they could work, tho nplKotn
to ovor 100 persons nt ono tlmo. •

"I hove porsonally soon chlldron n«
email that'(hoy ducked under »wln((- ]
ing dooro ot saloons served with boor,
and,women with palln and pltchors
wero frequent cufltomorn. Undor pro-
hibition thnno conditions havo enn»i
novor to return, and such Saloonn a*
nro now pormlltod have few patronn,
and strangers ara not welcomed,

"Tho barrooms of rural hotols wor»
formerly notorious broodora vl drunk-
onneas, and I know of ono county
scat whom over 70 citizens wore pot-/
ed under tho 'Jag law' as habitus)
drunkards. • /

"Tho saloon was not only tho breed-
ing place of drunkenness, but wan MI
well thn resort o f vine nod prime.
WJICII tho pollco woro on tlio trail of
criminals tho saloons woro tho ftrnt
places viBltad, and in limes of grout
calamity «r ot mob violence thn flnit
order was, 'Close tbo saloons.'

"Another fact not to, ba forgotten
Js that mpro than 80 per cent of tho
saloons In our cities,' most nausooun
ot tho lot, wore ilia property of brow-
om, The proBont day agitation to
'bring bank boor1 Is iRnother cry to
bring back tho saloon with all Its Aiif
order, dolmuchory and drunkonuenfl,

"This can nover be dono If the
younger generation can be brought to
realise tho nastlnena of tbo saloon, .
that has-been killed by tho mandate
of their parents."—Now Jereny Tent-
porauco Bocloty.
