Dover Mafl Carrler s Killed In Ac-
cldent

Stanley L. Slutter, thirty-tive, for
the past ten years a mafl carriey at
the Dover post office, met death Sat-
urday afterpoon when his automobile
overtursed near Waterbury, Conn.
His wile, Eliza Norman Slutter, es-
caped sorlous fnjury. Mrs, John Mol-
ler and daughter, Margaret, the other
occupants of the car; Hkewlss escap-
ed unhurt.

Mr,  and’ Mrs Blutter, accompanied
by Mrs, Mpller und dasughter, were
