CHIEF DEAD

At St. Joseph’s Hospital—Wan Oldest
Chief of Pollce In the Slate

James  Gltmartin, for forty-four
years' chiet of police of tha town of
Roonton, at his retircment on May 1,
1926, died Sn Bt. Joweph's Hospital,
Paterson, - oo - ‘Wednesday evening,
July 27th, shortly after H o'clock, af-
ter suveral months' {llness, which ne-
cesnitated his removal to the hoapital.

At the time of his rotlrement he
was the oldest chicf of pollce in the
state In polnt of years of service. He
-was born ino Ireland, April 19, 1865,
and wag fn his 78rd yoar. He came

The dead are Edwin Gompertz, of
561 Summit Avenue, Jersey City, who
ded in the hospltal at nine o'clock in
the evening, and Jesse Leon Hollings-
warth, twenty-five years old, of 41
Twelfth Avenue, Paterson,  The lut-
ter wan.a colored mun employed as a
drlvt;r by the Bantello Trocking Com-
pany, owner of the vehicle

The injured men are: Patsy Bar-
barolla, of 259 Franklin street, Pater~
son; Kdward Van Hausen, of Pomp-
ton Plaing, and Charles Leckatrom, of |
Westdile, Mass, Al except Hollings-
worth were in the employ of Harold
De Laker, gwner of the carnival prop-
ertien, who was telegraphed to come
here from Middletown, Kentucky.

Rebert 1. Kinedinst, of the Prose-
cutor's staff, who investigated the
accident, gaid that the truck was
coasting down the long grade, con-
gtantly galning speed. Witnesses told
him that it moved in and out for ahout
200 feet and ran with the tight wheels
off the paved road. Then ft turned
fnto a large tree. The cngine was
pushed back and the heavy load of
fron moved forward, crushing the
cah, in which the flve men were rid-
Ing.

Another truck, londed with carni-
val propertles, was following, and
pulled the damaged truck away from
the tree. Mountain Lakes police hur-
ried to the scene and directed the re-
movat of the Injured men. AD ex-
eopt one were rugshed to Memorial
Hospital in private cars. The ambu-
lanco of the hospital went tp the
seene and brought in the other man.

All were ‘horribly mutilated, Gom-
pertz losing both legs, while Hollings-
worth suffered interna) Injuries.
