Apportlonment of School Mon.uys
for Morrls Comnty

The annual schedule of the appor-
tlonm at of state schiool moneys to
the Morrls County school districts
hag just been {gsued by County Sup-
erintendent J, Howargd Hulgart.

There are several varfations of to-
tals for the different funds Jrom
those of last year. The ninety per
cent of state achool tax for the year
beginning July ‘1st s $226,529 as
against $188,204 for the preceding
year, Ratflroud tax is down, the fig-
ures heing $22,8656 for the present

{year a4 aguinst $32828 for lust year.

The reserve fund is also Jess, being
$121,688, while for last year it was
$130,419.

The state school fund thig year fs
$12,626 and surplus vevenue, $2,518,
The grand total this year for the
county is $38¢,118.

The apportionment for one day's
attendance shows a little {ncrease,
after deducting teachers’ salarles,
‘transportatfon and tuition it {a $.0321,
Last year ft was $.0308.

path of the Jenking machine which
wag proceeding up the hil) toward his
home.

The hoy wan knocked down uml the
machine passed over hin hody,  Jen-
king stopped finmediately and lifted
the lad fnto his machine and roshed
to the Dover (lenecral Hospital. The
hoy died, however, o few moments af-
ter his arrival at the hospltal,

Jenking reported the ma‘ter to the
police and be was held on o technjeal
charge of manslaughter.
