By a unanimous vote the Court of
Erion on Thursday affirmed the con-
viction of James H. Bolitho, former'
prosecutor of Morris County, for mal-
feasance in office. The decision means
that Bolitho must nerve a term of two
to three years in State prison, the
sentence Imposed by Justice Parker
in October, 1925,

Preparations are already under way
for an application to the Court of
Pardons for commutation of the
three-year sentence in State prison
that was imposed.

Bolitho is now living on a farm on
the Whlppany road in Parsippany. He
wa« suspended from the practice of
iav &lttr his conviction and pending
appeal to the Court of Errors, He
resigned as prosecutor before his
trial. It.coat the county between
?60,000 and $70,000 to prosecute him,

Bolitho waa found guilty on Indict-
ments returned by an Ellsor Grand
Jnry which conducted an Investiga-
tion Into affair,s In the county.

The affirmation by the Errors Court
was based on the reason net forth by
the Supreme Court, which upheld the
verdict some months ago.

The chief ground of appeal attack-
ed the naming of former Prosecutor
Wilfred H. Jayne, Jr., of Ocean
County, aa special Assistant Attorney
General to act In the case and ques-
tioned the drawing of an Elinor Grand
Jury. The right of Justice Parker to
hear the case because of the part he
was said to have played In Impanel-
ing the jury likewise was challenged.

The Investigation Into Bolitho'* ad-
ministration of the prosecutor's of-
fice was conducted by Mr. Jayne. It
disclosed conditions that led to the
return of forty-seven Indictments by
a grand Jnry, alleging, among other
ttilngsi, collection and acceptance of
money from persons accused of crime
who desired to avoid trial and con-
viction.

Only the Indictment alleging mal-
feasance was pressed and Bolitho
convicted on five counts. He was Ben-
tenced to three years In prison on
each of the five couK the terms to
ron concurrently.

He appealed to the Supreme Court
and then to the Errors Court. The
decision Thursday by the highest
State court was unanimous, hence no
opinion was filed by the court.

Several other officials were indict-
ed with Bolitho, and Max Reidler, of
Rockaway, a formeYVranty detective.

In an interview today, County Clerk
E- Bertram Mott, who is also a mem-
ber of (he Republican Sta^e Commit-
tee and prominently mentioned for
Chairman of that Body, Issued the
following statement:

FIRST AMENDMENT, KNOWN AS
THE ZONING AMENDMENT. This
amendment gives the Legislature the
power to enact general laws delegat-~j
ing to Municipalities, other than
Counties, the power to adopt Zoning
Ordinances, regulating the building of
stores, and other structures in the
nature of the construction thereof
and the nature and extent of th,c-ir
nse and to limit and restrict same to
specific districts. In other words, in
many localities, the people desire to
restrict the location of Btores In resi-
dential districts or the building of un-
desirable edifices or the encroaching i
on tbe said localities of factories. In
many Cities planning committees
could redistrict certain defined dis-
tricts to certain type houses as to
price and bnilding lines.

To meet this situ-
ation this first proposed amendment
to the Constitution has been submit-
ted to the voters. We should always
bear in mind in considering this
amendment that the governing body
in the Municipalities is the one to
pass these ordinances if so desired.
