Has Two Trades 'and » "Profession,
Working Since June a* Carpenter

Edgar W. Beam, who lives at Den-
ville, and one of the oldest men in
this vicinity, has about completed a
bungalow which he expects to occupy
himself. He done all the worlc him-
self with tlie exception of placing a
few heavy beams. Mr. Beam is 83
years of age, and is well known In
this vicinity. When a young man he
learned the shoemakers trade, and
also the carpenter's trade.
