Tlie orphanage was started a year
ago, the building of the old George
MoHelcy estate being converted Into
dormitories and school rooms.

When the fire apparatus arriv-
ed at last there was no water to fight
the blaze and the firemen had to de-
pend on chemicals to prevent tho
spread of the flameH to the garage
adjoining the boys' dormitory.
