The names of Abe Wclnherg, pro-
prietor of a Newark detective agency
and one of his optratlvew, Sol Rosen-
berg arc. nllt-Bod to 1)« involved in
disclosures concerning a plot to fake
evidence against lawbreakers that Is
stirring Pittsburgh. Wefnberg and
Rosenberg are well known In Morris
County In connection with their
NleulMiii,' nctlvitles for Prosecutor
Holland and the Anti-Saloon League,
under whone direction they work.

They hnve both appeared In a large
number of canes In Morris County
against violators of the liquor law.
They were the main witnesses In the
celebrated case of Archie VanNess
who operates a road stand on the
Whlppany road. Mr. VanNeas, tried
twice went free both times because
the jury did not agree.

Leon E. Cone, counsel for VanNess
chnrged that his client had been
"framed" by Wlenberg and Rosen-
berg and that these two sleuths had
not purchased liquor at the stand.

OF THE HOLY GRAIL

University Professor Plans
Exhaustive Search.

Vr, A. C, L. Brown, jirofMBor of
English ot Northwestern university,
will devote the nix DKintlis from Feb-
ruary to September, 1027, to collecting
evidence lit B\ii>i>ort of hiu dlBcoverles
on the origin of the Grul), and to »rlt-
itig out IIIK results.

"The legend ot Die Holy Grail Is
one of th« must Interesting themes In
literature," explained Doctor Brown.
"It niifieured i-iuldeiily In Krurice In
the TVeJftli century, took the world
of lettera hy Htorm, and lias continued
to grow and prosper In all European
countries. The legend In best known
In Tennyson's 'Idylls of (lie King1 and
In Wagner's great opera, 'Purelful,'
although many Eugllfth poets, like
Hawker and Wllllatn MorrlN, have
written about It. Amfcrlcnn poets have
not escaped Its charm. One thinks o(
Lowell, rtlchard Hovey, and our eon-
temporary, Kdwln Arlington Itdhlnsoii.
The vitality of the legend Is astonish-
ing. At this moment In most civilized
countries, there nre probably poets
busy rewriting It.

"The growth of this legend since Its
flpeclnculur disclosure to the world
lint been studied In many liooks, KB-
pcclally In French and Gennnn uni-
versities ban attention been given to
I t The history of the legend from Its
first appearance In literature Is well
known. But the question where the
legend comes from, previous to lt« ap-
pearance In France 800 yeurs ago, al-
though often asked, hna never been
answered. It Is this question of the
remote origin of the Grail story with
which 1 enn.ll be occupied. It Is one
of the great unsolved problaina In lit-
erature. Its toliitlon would throw
llglit OD the growth of European litera-
ture and lupply n«w facts for paychol-
«(lst* and ttudents of the historical
development of human thought.

"Mott nrltera of the Qrall have been
chiefly familiar with recent versions
of th» story, like those told by Wagner
ncd Tennyson. In all these versions,
tlie Grail la undeniably ft Christine
legend, Most books, therefore, convey
the Idea that the Grail atory wai from
the beginning fashioned by the church.
On the other baud, an old tradition
tells ua that the Grail was originally u
heathen story and came from Celtic
lends. It It my opinion that this
tradition la correct aod that the hid-
den source) of the Grail will be found
In Ireland.

"It la not generally known that a
thousand years ago the Irish were the
best story tellers In the world and that
they possessed a literature which was
superior to English and even vied with
that ot France. The Irish had a lan-

guage or m*ir own, rien J» oyuonyius
tine] peculiarly adupled to poetry. Nor
<lo people realize that In the ancient
libraries of Uubllu are muuy books
written In th« old IrUU Slid Gaelic lan-
guage that have never been truiinlntcil.
In these neglected books may lie hid-
den the secret of the Grail,

"Out of the reawms why the prob-
lem of the Grail hits reintilued HO long
unsolved Is that few scholars lime
ever hud n sufficiently wide equipment
of languages to be able to deul with It
BB a whole. One must know not only
old French, old English, and old Ger-
man—o good imiuy scholars possess
this equipment—but also old Welsh
und old Irlnii."
