Rolert Love and George Bowman Kill.
ed—Andrew Theobald Injured

The corner of Washington street
and Dixon avenue, Boonton, was the
6cene of a fatal auto accident shortly
after 1 o'clock on Saturday afternoon,
which -resulted in Robert Love being

{nstantly killed and the death of
George Bowman shortly after he
reached Memorial Hospital, Morrig-

town. Both of these men were well
known Boonton painters. Andrew
Theohald, of Lower Montville, alsg a
painter, was very badly injured and
was talen to the hospital in the same
ambulance with Bowman. The two
men who dfed from the effects of the
accident were employed by Theobald
and had been painting a house on 0ld
Boonton road. The small car in
which they were riding belonged to
Theobald and he was driving when
the accident oceurred. Several per-
sons saw the accident and say that the
car was gofing to fast to turn the corn-
er from Dixon avenue Into Washing-
ton street and go up Washington
sireet as they inténded. Instead they

struck the rear of an avio delivery
truck ot L. Bamberger & Co., of New-
ark. The driver of the truck, James
Hart, of Irvington, endeavored (o
avold the acctdent hy steering his car
over the sidewalk, when it was struck
by Theohald’s car with terrific force,
Just missing a shade tree, so cloge
that {t knocked part of the bark off
one side of the tree. Then the light
car of Theobald’'s rolled over four
times, throwing all of its occupants
out with great force.
