Township Committee, held Wednes-
day evening, Jan. 4th, Townshla B»-
gineer Gerald W. Kaikht, headed in
the following report, which li 10 ac-
curate and enlightening to all taxpay-
ers of the Townihip that w» publish
the same In fnll:-

Gentlemen:

I am pleased to hand you, herewith,
a resume oT the work performed un-
der my direction as Township Engin-
eer during the year ot 1927 and to ac-
quaint you, also, with the factor* ap-
pertaining to the water supply con-
struction for the ensuing year.

Beginning on April 8th my office
began the preparation of the Tax-As-
sessment Map and placed In the field
a force of men for the necessary sur-
veys for this and the Water Supply.- •; 1 I
Map which projects were carried owi|$
simultaneously. - ,'J,

The Tax Map baa been brought tfr
completion efcwfet for the entry of «
very small number of lot owners at
he Lake resorts and the final printing

of copies for record. During the
prosecution of this work we hare W-
amined titles to 2600 separate pieces
of property aggregating 13.5 squar*
miles of area, more than half of whtaj|
was plotted from original survey*.
The completed map presents a com-
prehensive realty picture showing all
properties within the township, to-
gether with their areas and last own-
erg to date of October 31st, 1927, ai
well as all physical features such as
roads, railroads, streams, and town-
ship boundaries.

In 1809, when part of the present
homestead was erected, the Hlnch-
•jan holdings comprised about 130
acren, ' *. original John Hinchman
was a trader, iron merchant and then
• farmer. A good business man and
substantial citizen, John Hinchman
associated himself with mining inter-
ests that were taking ore from Mt.

The tallow dip was burned, the claw
of the hammer on anvil was heard
late into the night and the expression
"busy as a nailer" came Into being.

An time went on, parts of the old
estate were alloted to married child-
ren or sold, but the present house and
25 acres at Denville Junction were
held Intact thruout the years and the
Hinchman heirs remained in control
of most of the highway frontage in
Denville, bending the growing town
and traffic around the old homestead.
As late at 1923 little or no business
property was available. The estate
could be purchased only as a whole
and the heirs were scattered through
the North and West.

Then came the advent of lake de-
velopments and In a few years the
town was the center of a number of
extensive lake colonies. Indian Lake,

articles. Export and import duties
were high and the necessities of life
and labor *,ere costly. Industry de-
veloped in the section, and the evi-
dence of hand-made nails in the
Hinchman Homestead show one com-
modity, at least, that was cheaper to
manufacture at home. Crude iron In
strips could be bought direct at the
furnaces and nails, which found ready
sale in thoBe times, were hammered
out by the fireside in many a home.

Rainbow Lakes and Lake Arrowhead
followed each other throughout inter-
vals of

ty-six trains a day ran to Newark
and New York, via either Morristown
and the Oranges or the Paterson-
Boonton Branch.

Explosion at Dover
Heard Here Plainly

dais Tank Blast In Dover Wrecks Put
Of Plant

An explosion ot Illuminating gas
early Sunday morning at the plant of
the Jersey Central Power & Light Co.
in Carrol street, Dover, wrecked a
small brick structure and smashed
window glass In a number of homes
in. the vicinity. The expIOBkm occur-
red in what is known as the meter
room, a one-story structure on the
west side of the. plant.

No one was In the room at the time
and It has not been determined by
company officials or employees what
caused the explosion, which was heard
for several miles, The fact that the
force of the explosion was in a west-
ward direction In all probability spar-
ed the lire* of the firemen and gas
maker, who were In an adjoining
building.

Samuel Howard Bell, secretary of
the Warren Pipe and Foundry Com-
pany at Wharton dropped dead Mon-
day morning while on his way to his
office from the Wharton statin.
