The Great Council of the Improved
Order of Red Men has opened a prop-

j agation building In Morris Plains for
the purpose of organising a Tribe of
the Order there. The bureau is 4n
charge of Past Great Sachem Clarence
Hance, of Dover.

There is a display of Indian head-
gear or war bonnets, tomahawks,
wampum belts, knives, etc. In the
store literature describing the Order,
its intent and purposes are at the dis-
posal of whoever cares to have them.

Past Great Sacliem Hance states
that the Improved Order of Red Men
is the oldest patriotic order of purely
American origin and teachings in the
United States, dating its inception
from the Sons of Liberty, the Colum-
bian Society »nd those other early
patriotic organizations which were
formed along about 1765 for the pur-
poses of resisting the tyranny of King
George and his Ministers. The Revo-
lutionary War was the result of the
activities of these Various organiza-
tions. The War of 1812 saw a revival
of the Red Men for the purpose of re-
uniting the different groups Into which
the country had divided. In 1833 this
order became known under the title
of the Improved Order of Red Men.

Not only is the order concerned with
the welfare of the country itself, but
in their ritualistic ceremonies they
seek to keep alive the best customs
and traditions of the aborigines, the
North American Indians. The Indian,
or the red man of the forest, as Col-
umbus found him, has ceased to .exist,
and naught remains of his history, but
the traditions which have been hand-
ed down by word of mouth, for Red
Men kept no written records. And so
the Improved Order of Red Men has
taken it upon Itself to perpetuate the
noble traits and characteristics of this
truly wonderful race.

Consequently the ritual and cere-
monies of this fraternity are alive
with colorful and striking phrases
and ceremonies.

Quaco Not Guilty of Pleads Guilty
Murdering Man and Will Serve Time

Jury Frees Him, Bat Is Held for Car-
rying Concealed Weapon

George Edward Quaco was acquit-
ted of an indictment charging murder
by a Jury in Morris Oyer and Termin-
er Court, Tuesday. The jury was out
less than two hours.

A charge of carrying concealed
weapons was quickly made against
Quaco by the Prosecutor's Office, and
he was held under fl.OOO bail, which
was furnished.

Quaco was charged with the killing
of Emmet Smith, a negro, in the Quaco
apartment on Water' street, Morris-
town, on tlie night of December 3. He
had been in tlie County Jail since that
time and the January Term Grand
Jury indicted him for murder.

The trial started before Supreme
Court Justice Charles W. Parker and
a jury of twelve men on Monday morn-
ing and it went to the jury about 4
o'clock Tuesday afternoon.

At 6:40 the jury returned and the
foreman, John Gearing", of Chatham,
announced that the jury had reached
a verdict of acquittal.

While there was a large number in
court, nearly all friends of Quaco,
there was no demonstration although
afterwards many crowded around him
and congratulated him.

After conferring with Justice Park-
er and Joshua R. Salmon, counBel for
the defense. Prosecutor Albert H.
Holland announced that there was a
charge of 'carrying a concealed weap-
on against Quaco. Bail was set at
11,000 and when furnished Quaco was
able to leave the Court House with
friends.
