There Is being circulated a petition
by Henry O. Baker, for the Town of
Dover to extend its boundary line to
Rockaway Borough, taking in all of
Guenther'8 property and continuing
through the Southeastern aectlon ot
Dover and ending on the Whartoa
Borough line beyond Bowlbyville,
which would take in the old Baker
homestead and all of the Onyx Hos-
iery property.

Before signing tHe petition, Paul
Ouenther, owner of much of the land
in Rockaway road, has asked the opin-
ion of Mayor Thomas O. Bassett, of
Dover, regarding such a plan.

According to the sentiment express-
ed all of that property included in the
petition is not advisable to be taken
over, due to too much waste territory.
However, a great part thereof is pos-
sible and may come to pass.

If the request of the petition Is com*
plied with two Rockaway Township
schools would come Into Dover, mak-
ing an additoinal burden of erecting
new schools without much to be re-
ceived ia return. In Bowlbyville, the
tax income would not be sufficient to
maintain ft. •

According to Mayor Bassett, the
petition can be altered and considera-
tion given to at least part of the prop-
erty and would be a safe proposition
to consider annexing. The Mayor
points out that Dover on the east
could annex that portion between
Rockaway Borough and the Town of
Dover line, it now being In Rockaway
Township and extend toward Mt. Hope
avenue, just back of the Onyx Hos-
iery property and ending at the pres-
ent town line in Mt. Hope avenue.
This, the Mayor says, would be bene-
ficial, as that property is becoming
valuable and would be an assett to
Dover. , '

At any "rate the Mayor has instruct-
ed Town Engineer Sharp to draw up
a tentative set of plane that the mem-
bers of the Board may be able to .dis-
cuss Intelligently on the matter at the
next meeting, two weeks hence.
