water, sewer, gas mains, conduits and
such purposes.

Blackwell street is to be paved Ita
full width, with an eight-inch concrete
base. The surface Is to be either as-
phalt, ameslte, Warrenlte or other
bituminous surface, to be decided
when the bids are received.

Improvement of Blackwell street
will also mean the removal of safety
isles at Morris, Sussex and Warren
streets, as well as the removal of the
trolley tracks and poles along the
route.
