- 8harp 'whittling down of -claims for
damages by the fire and explosions at
the naval depot at Lake Denmark, N.
¥, July- 10, 192, has been done by
Controller Genmeral MeCarl, subse-
quent to similar action by the Navy
Department.

- The Secretary of the Navy's report

of cases and amounts for which he
felt appropriations justified reduced
the 4,492 cases of property damage
¢laims reported by a navy board of
investigation to 954. Almost ull of
these were approved by Mr. McCarl’s
office, but in many of them the
amounts were reduced. OQriginal
claims for the property damage have
been reduced from $341,814.75 to $160,-
810. Personal injuries estimates have
been cut from more than §13,000 to
$712,

The. averege claim, as certified for
payment, is less than $100. One wo-
man, for example, sought $67 for doc-
tors' bills in consequence of shock to
 nerves. The navy allowed her $17,
bat Mr. MeCarl allowed her nothing,
gaying her nérvous trouble antedated
the exploeion. Some of the allowances
are below $2,

One of the bigsest nllowences is to
-the Liondale ‘Bleach, Dye & Print

Exzynination of Claims
About Completed

Bills for Damsge Claims Now Before
Comgress

Comptroller General McCarl on
Monday certified to Congress for set-
tlement the claims for damages caus-
&d by the Lake De;[nark explosion.
This certificatfon marks the comple-
tion of the examination and investl-
gation activities of the government
and establishes a record in the hand-
ling of claims of ths character.

1t is now up to Congress to pass a
biil ordering payment of the claims
and making available the necesgary
funds. Congressman Ernest R. Ack-
erman has offered the bill and has
made plans for its expedition through
committee, intending to have the
measure passed during the present
session .. If this is accomplished; an-
other record will have been made in
the handling of these claims as it will
mark the shortest time ever consum-
ed in completing the legislative re-
quirements in matters of this kind.

. 'This ls\ the second bill Mr. Acker-
man has offered. His first was pre-
sented .on December 6, 1926 the open-
ing day of the last session of the 89th
Congress. The bill was passed and
signed by the President on. March 2,
1927, a little less than three montha
later. In the form in which # was
enacted however, Mr. A'ékerman's
provision for immediate ‘settlement .of
all claims of less than $1,000 was
elminated. This meant that all claims
of whdtever amount must be certiffed
to Congress.

~ The bill retained the provision for

extendlng the time for filing ‘claims
six months after the passage of the.
act. ‘This brought the time for actu-
ally considering the claims for settle-
ment up to last September.

From the last day for filing until
recently when the Comptroller's cer-
titication was received by Congress,
Mr. Ackerman has been in tqu(\h with
the ‘officials in the Navy Department
and the {enéral Accounting - Office
urging them to greater activity in the
adjudication of the claims.

The damages covered In these
claims was caused by the explosions
at the Lake Denmark Naval Ammuni-
tion Depot when it was destroyed on
July 10, 1926. Congress was in re-
cess at the time and did not recon-
vene until the following December.
During this time there was no oppor-
tunity of getting any legislation, but
everything in the nature of prelimin-
ary work was completed and in read-
iness for Congrees to consider immed-
{ately after it met. The Secretary of
the Navy reported that in all 4,756
cases had been investigated. Of thig
number, 4,492 involved property dam-
age or personal injury claims by per-
sons outside of the Arsenal and it {s
with these claims that the Comptrol-
ler General's certification deals.

There still remains for certitication
about 40 claims on which additional
information is required by both the
Navy Department and the General

Accounting Office. These claims are-
now in process and will be included |.

in a supplemental certification by the
Comptroller as soon as possible.
