Yet a way has been suggested. It
is not impossible, but highly improb-
able. If ever a method should be dis-
covered of manufacturing radium, or
if a method should be found of ex-
tracting raOSura from natural mate-
rials in great bulk, even the problem
of fertilizing the poles, by making
them temperate in climate, might find
8 eolation.

So great is the heat produced by
radium in proportion tu its bulk that
a qnantity easily transported by man-
ual labor would be sufficient to change
the temperature of the polar regions.
Indeed, if enough were taken there it
would produce tropical conditions.

At present there is not a pound of
radium collected in the whole world,
and it is the most costly thins known.
Bat the time may conic when we shall
be able to make radium from -chem-
ical elements in bulk, and then many
things now regarded as impossible
will be easy.
