In Holmes Library

Boonton Offered Family Treasures Of
Noted Morrls Ironmaster of 1764

Prized possessions of the family of
John Jacob Faesch, manager of the
fron works of the London Company
here before the Revolutionary, . War
and later one of the leading independ-
entiron manufacturers = of . Morris
County, have been offered 1o Boonton
by a descendant of Faesch who lives
in Brooklyn.

The collection includes the wedding
gown of the first Mrs. Fuesch; a Bible
owned by Faesch, letters and docu-
ments, silverware and jewelry. The
only stipulation is that objects ‘be
placed in the Town Hall or other pub-

property. - Mayor George W. Logan,
of Boontgn, has accepted the collec-
tion and will endeavor to have it plac-
ed in the Holmes Library,

Faesch was made a citizen by a
special act of the Legislature in 1766.
He became a personal friend of Gen-
eral Washington, as his iron works
were devoted to the manufacture of
cannon and utensils used by the Con-
tinental Army. Hessian prisoners

| were turned over to him to aid {n this

work at his mills at Mt. Hope, Hi-
bernfa and Old Boonetown, as Boon-
ton was then known.

Faesch was & meémber of the con-
vention to ratify the Federal Consti-
tution held December 11, 1787, and
for many years was a county judge,
His carriage, driven by men in livery,
and’ with liveried outriders, was a
familfar sight throughout the county.

Faesch died May 29, 1799, and was
bured beside his first wife at Morris-
town. - His two sons continued the
business. The Faesch property. in-
cluded-a7,600 acre tract at Mt. Hope,
‘which” ¢ontained ihe Richards, Allen
and Téabo Mines, of which -at’ that
time only the Richards mine wag de-
‘veloped. :

Tear Up Crossing

Railroad Losey Sult; Award of 6 Cents

Given

An award of six cents damage and
a fipding that & railroad crossing had
been in existence and used for more
than thirty years was the verdict of a
jury in the Cireuit Court suit of the
Rockaway Rolling Mills agait‘isr the
Delaware, Lackawanna and Western
Raiflroad Wednesday afternoon.

The right of a “ailroad to tear up a
crossing, the oniy access to a maunu-
facturing plant, was thrashed out in
the Circuit Court before Judge Rulif
V. Lawrence and a jury last Wednes-
day, when the Rockaway Rolling Mill,

of which Edward Eh'~rg is president, :

brought suit for damages against the
Delaware Lackawanna and -Western
Ratlroad. ’ '

Elmer King, counsel for the Roll-
ing Mill, pointed out in opening the
case to the jury that a verdict of only
six cents 18 asked. That verdict, how-
ever, will getile the question as to
whether or not the railroad has the
legal right to remove a crossing on
property that has heen condemned for
its use when the property on both
sides of the road is owned by the same
person.

The question goes back to 1847 when
the railroad company first ran its line
from Denville through Rockaway.
The property in question was then

owned hy a man named Estell, accord-
ing to Mr. King. He and the railroad
company could not agree on a price
and commissioners were appointed to
condemn the property a rod and a half
on each side of the right of way, He
was awarded §15 for the property and
$10. for damages.

Under-the law, Mr. King declared, ;

the railroad 13 required to provide and
maintain & crossing - of - this . kind,
where the ‘property = is condemned.
Had the property been deeded, the
railroad would not have been requir-

'ed to keep the crossing. Some time

fater, it was ghown that Mr. Bstell had
deeded two fods on each side of the
right of way, a half rod more than or-
ginally condemned. It was not a reg-
ular deed however, Mr. King claimed
and therefore did not relieve the rail-
road of its duty to maintain the cross-
ing. o

The property later came into the
possession. of the International High
Speed Steel Company and when that
was sold, Edward Ehlers purchased
it at a receivers” sale. Shortly after
the purchase, the railroad tore up the
erossing which it had maintained over
its tracks that divided the property.
It was the only access, Mr. Bhlers had
to the plant.
